Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:01 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Raymond Thomas re: no parking sign for the front of Church at 602 W. Market 
Mr. Jeff Johnson addressed the board on behalf of Mr. Thomas and explained that they are having parking problems directly in front of their church with a neighbor who has three cars and continuously parks in front of their building and in their lot. Mr. Denison warned him to double check with the railroad because he has had problems with them in the past not abiding by the curfew.
