NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Frank Avis Abel Constructions re: Construction for the Steeple at St. Mary’s      Church 
Mr. Avis addressed the board and presented them with a map and construction plans for the Steeple at St. Mary’s Church.  He informed them that they will be assembling the steeple in three sections and they will bring it down 4th Street and up Spring and they will need to close one lane of Spring St.  He stated that they will also need to have a crane in front of St. Mary’s for the demolition and they will need to have the 5 to 6 days with the sidewalk closed.
Mr. Denison asked when they wanted to do that.
Mr. Avis stated that they have a schedule before them but the demolition phase depends on the weather.

Item #3 - Ron Judd re: closure of alley between Third and Bank for February 27th for St. Mark’s Health Fair 
Mr. Judd addressed the board and informed them that Saturday, February 27th, they will have a health fair for the neighborhood.  He stated Norton Healthcare will be coming and doing the screening and typically they put it in the alley. They would like to close the alley from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - John Rosenbarger re: Highway Safety Improvement Projects

Mr. Rosenbarger addressed the board regarding the highway safety improvement projects which means that an analysis is done that estimates the areas that are high accident sites and the city can request funding from the Federal Government which is 90% federal 10% city. He stated that the areas at __________ are classified as high accident areas and they would like to see the stretch of Spring Street from Beechwood through Vincennes.  He told them that they need $2700 from LRS to apply for this study to be done.

Item #5 - Curb cut request at 1209 Culbertson Avenue
Robert Rittle approached the board with a rough drawing for a curb cut to put in a driveway.

Mr. Rosenbarger informed them that it is never a good idea that in the dense inner-city to put in a drive way.

Mr. Denison asked Mr. Rittle if there is any way that he could put his parking in the back alley.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he and Mr. Malysz have talked about seeing if there is CDBG and NAS money to help pay for off-street parking in this area.

Mr. Denison stated that he is going to contact Mr. Bill Wisehart who is the director of facilities for the school to see if there is any way they can open up some parking on the opposite side of the street and they will look further into his request.
