CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Harbison called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve the January 13th meeting minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS:

Mr. Sartell presented bids for the 15th and Elm project. 
TSI

$32,460.00

Stumler
$29,630.00

He recommended TSI because they included the cost of dewatering and pumping 

Mr. Harbison stated that it was clear that they were to include these things in the bid and it would be worth more than the difference to add it so he agrees with the recommendation. 

Mrs. Brinkworth moved to accept the bid from TSI, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

David Ehlers K & E stated that they submitted a proposal in December at the board’s request to do the sampling and monitoring of overflows in the collection system and he is here to check on the status of this. 
Mr. Brinkworth explained that they decided to stick with Stantec for an additional 6 months because when they took over the monitoring they added a bunch of manholes to the list and ended up eating a lot of the cost to get this up and running. He stated that they decided to stick with them for the next few months to get them out of the hole and see how they are doing and at that point they will make another decision. 
John Blocker informed them that he has worked it out with New Directions to abandon the Y connection and he is here before the board to get a release on the tap fee at 910 E. 11th Street. 
Mr. Harbison made a motion to charge a sewer tap fee for this project, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS

Ms. Welsh presented to following adjustments for the boards approval: 

Nancy Fetz, 3024 Autumn Hill Tr., requested an adjustment in the amount of $978.57 for reseeding their lawn.
Dennis Gust, 4025 St. Joseph Rd., requested an adjustment of $583.12 for the replacement of a leaking water line.

Steve and Lizzie Mullen, 2715 Victoria Dr., requested an adjustment in the amount of $1,139.43 for the replacement of a cracked water line under the slab of their home.

Tracy Lamb 3113 Wolf View Ct., requested an adjustment in the amount of $716.10 for the watering of new sod.

Colonial Club Homeowners, 1684 Colonial Dr., requested an adjustment for multiple leaks in the amount of $3,776.61.

Mrs. Welsh stated that they are current on their bill.
Mr. Fifer stated that he doesn’t think that they have multiple meters because they don’t own the dirt and the homeowners association has a single meter. He explained that he would recommend that when they have bills like this where it would create a financial hardship they have applied it as a credit to their bill. 
Mr. Harbison moved to approve all but the Colonial club, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve Colonial Club by way of credit on their bill, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Welsh stated that they will be filing liens in the amount of $529,666.36
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Jason Copperwaite re: Historic Villages of Silver Crest

Mr. Copperwaite on behalf of Silvercrest LLC approached the board for the approval of their plat for the Villages at Historic Silvercrest. He explained that this had been approved by the Planning but due to the issues with the EPA and the economic times they had to hold up on this project. He explained to them that they are reducing the usage by lowering the number of rooms at the hospital and decreasing the number of staff. 

Mr. Fifer disclosed that his partner has handled the purchasing of this property but he does not believe that creates a conflict for him. 

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve and sign the plat, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Burn, McCauley Nicolas, thanked the board for the opportunity to speak and submitted a proposal to continue financial services for the board. He explained a little about the reports that they submit to them each month and stated that they have also reduced their fee. 

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Clark Dietz Update
Mr. Christmas stated that he was contact by Mike Lukewitz from EPA with supplemental information for the Capacity Assurance Plan and he is hoping to hear back from them very soon with an answer. He informed the board that preconstruction meetings were held on Monday for Basin 4 interceptor, Basin 27, Basin14 lift station and projects and this afternoon they will hold the preconstruction meeting for Basin 7 and the lining project. He stated that Vectren was at the preconstruction meeting but they did not have much to say.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the Vectren easements and what they would have to do and how much it would cost to relocate the Eagles Lane line.


Item #2 - Sunny Sprigler re: delinquent sewer bill
Mr. Sprigler presented a letter offering to make monthly payments of $3,500 along with his ongoing monthly payments.
Mr. Fifer explained that Ms. Welsh cannot accept payments on amounts that have already been filed as liens, but what they can do is direct the Treasurer to accept the monthly payments toward the liens and he can present a copy of the receipt of payment showing that he has made his payments. As long as he is making his payments, they can direct that his properties not go up for tax sale.
Mr. Harbison moved to enter into an agreement to file the liens to protect the utility, and providing that Mr. Sprigler stays current on his monthly bill and pays $3,500 to the treasurer they will not send his property to a tax sale, Mr. Fifer will send a letter directing that this be done, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor.

Item # 3 - D. A. Andrews re: Town of Georgetown
Mr. Andrews introduced Bob Woosley and Georgetown’s Director of public works, Mr. Jim Reynolds, to discuss how they will handle the reversals of flows from Georgetown to New Albany. 

Mr. Woosley presented the board with an overview of the project area showing the force main that goes into New Albany. He stated that eventually they plan to have all of that flow come to their new plan. He said currently the line goes from a 12” to an 8” pipe which they cannot make work because there is not enough flow currently in the line. He reviewed their plans for reversing the flow; said plans are on file with the City Clerk’s office. He presented a timeline for removing the sewer users in phases and explained to them that they will need to install sulfide fighting chemicals. He explained that when they have completed this project they will decommission all the release valves and cap the main at each end so that New Albany will not receive anything that may leak into that line. He reviewed the time line and stated that they can be completely off the city’s line within 315 days if all of his estimates are accurate.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the plan and how to deal with the low levels of effluent that will be in the line.

Mr. Harbison asked if they will be open to any suggestions the board may have after their review of this plan.

Mr. Woosley stated that they absolutely would be.

Mr. Fifer stated that he and Kelly met with Bill Harbison who is a bankruptcy attorney to help them deal with issues and have agreed to do the work at $125.00/hour.
Mr. Harbison asked if they want to address the proposals from the financial services.

Mr. Brinkworth stated that he and Mr. Wilkinson would like to have an executive session to discuss this.
