A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 31, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:
Ms. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 – Roger Jeffers, Parks Department re: Ekin Avenue property

Mr. Jeffers stated that in May 2006, the Southern Indiana Sports Center was donated to the Parks Department and the board at that time wanted their offices to be moved there and the former superintendant did not get that finished.  He then stated that he came in 2008 and they moved their offices to that location that summer.  He stated that Kathy Wilkerson was moved to Griffin Street.  He added that in April 2009 they learned that the Board of Works actually owned that building but they continued to pay the utilities for the rest of that year.  He stated that Mr. Denison got involved and they changed over the alarm system and changed over all of the billing at that time.  He added that some of them didn’t get switched over but he puts those bills in the Board of Works mailbox.  He stated that there was a problem with mold in the basement of the Boys and Girls Club when they were still there and they had it cleaned up and received a report that it was safe for the kids to be down there.  He stated that it is an old building and they have a problem with the roof leaking.  He stated that Mr. Denison was involved with that too and there are buckets on third floor that catches the water that has to be dumped periodically but he didn’t think that it had been dumped lately. He added that the building is decaying pretty badly.

Mr. Nash stated that he spoke with Tom Steele who is the Facilities Director for the Boys and Girls Club and he said that Mr. Gibson was supposed to be preparing a lease between the two and that the utilities are split. 

Mr. Jeffers stated that they do pay all of the water bill but the electric and gas are split.  He mentioned that he believes that the Parks Department gets all of the storm water bills which are about $300.00 quarterly.
Ms. Prestigiacomo asked about the board of works owning the building and if the Parks Department signed a deed because the county still shows that it is in the name of the Parks Department.

Mr. Jeffers stated that he was under the impression that it was being leased by the Parks Department from the Board of Works.  He also stated that he thought Mr. Denison was working on a lease between the city and the Boys and Girls Club.
Mr. Nash stated that he would follow up with Mr. Gibson.

Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that she didn’t do a title search but thought maybe that should be done by the attorney.

Ms. Wilkinson agreed.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that Redevelopment did a lot of work on that building and he thought a new roof was put on about 15 or 20 years ago.  He suggested that if the roof is leaking, doesn’t that constitute an emergency. He added that the Parks Department was the last occupant that represents any public organization. 

Ms. Wilkinson stated that it needs to be repaired.

Mr. Jeffers stated that they did repair it but that was over where the actual center was and that the new leak is over the third story that goes all the way across the Boys and Girls Club. He stated that the buildings are all hooked together in different ways but the roof that Redevelopment put on was actually over the center and the roof that connects the two is the one that they have been having trouble with.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that they asked David Brewer to go over and look at.

Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t had access to the building yet but he is working on getting the keys and the alarm code so he can get in.

Ms. Wilkinson asked if Mr. Brewer was going to look at the roof.

Mr. Thompson stated that he had inspected in the past for the Parks Department so he has asked him to do it again.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that they need to tie the legal entanglement of the building.

Mr. Jeffers stated that he will look through his records as well.

Item #2 - Leo Messmer with Dan Cristiani re: Old Ford Rd. water main project. 
Mr. Messmer stated that they received a contract from INAWC for installation of a new water main on Old Ford Road which goes from Charlestown Road to Slate Run Road.  He stated that during the construction of the new main, they will use automatic stop lights to direct the traffic.  They will also have to have a truck and trailer parked on the pavement for pipe and equipment.  He also stated that he is anxiously awaiting the city and water company’s agreement on the street cuts.  
Ms. Wilkinson stated that they passed a Resolution for Street Excavations and sent it to the City Council and they did not act on it.  She also mentioned that this is a very long street cut.

Mr. Messmer replied that most of the work is going to be done in the easement but he does have about 10 cuts and most are about 24 ft. long.  He added that the longest one is close to the intersection at Charlestown Road and that one will be approximately 200 ft. long.  He stated that he understands that the street cut situation is up in the air right now but the point where he wants to begin the project is actually in the easement along Old Ford Road down at Armstrong Bend.  He stated that it is about 700 ft. and that he would like to get it put in before the rain starts because that area is pretty wet and is prone to flooding.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that on the other projects with INAWC, they did give the go ahead to start the work and the companies did indicate that they would put the road back to whatever specifications the city ultimately came up and she assumes that Cristiani will do the same.

Mr. Messmer  replied yes, it is not a problem for him to fix it the way the city wants it but the city and the water company will have to make that agreement and copy him on the results.
Mr. Thompson stated that the city met with INAWC yesterday over these projects and said this was conditional approval pending the final outcome of how the city wants the road put back.
Ms. Wilkinson asked what the disagreement was with the City Council.

Mr. Thompson replied that they felt their amendment covered it. 
Mr. Nash asked if Armstrong Bend was also known as Rector Lane.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that Rector Lane is off of Armstrong and is a private drive.

Mr. Messmer then presented the board with the plans for the project and reviewed them.

Mr. Nash moved to approve the plans from Cristiani on the water main between Slate Run Road and Charlestown Road subject to the proposal of the street cuts that is pending, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Mt. Tabor Road Improvement Project (Grant Line to Charlestown) – BLN Supplemental Agreement No. 1
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that this was approved in the minutes subject to the staff working on a couple of price elements.  He stated that one item was right-of-way staking and one was right-of-way descriptions.  He added that they got a price break of a couple of thousand dollars off for right-of-way descriptions.

Ms. Wilkinson asked if he wanted the board to sign the agreement next week.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied yes.  He also explained that the design increases that were part of this agreement and are part of what INDOT labels Preliminary Engineering which includes right-of-way engineering, a component of this agreement. Prior to executing this agreement, we are going to make sure that we have federal programming for that amount of money so that we can get our 80% federal reimbursement. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked if that was for the right-of-way design or the whole thing.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied that it is basically to support the monetary amount in the supplemental.

Ms. Wilkinson asked how all that works.
Mr. Rosenbarger replied that the city writes the check for work as it is completed and submits a claim to INDOT who reimburses us the 80% federal share.
Ms. Wilkinson asked what fund that check will come out of.
Mr. Rosenbarger replied that it will be out of TIF money and then the 80% reimbursement will go back into TIF.  
Item #2 - Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz, Inc. 2012 Contract
Ms. Wilkinson stated that this item is on the table.
