A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRAURY 7, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, Mickey Thompson
ALSO PRESENT: Vicki Glotzbach, David Brewer, Joe Ham, Police Chief Knight, Fire Chief Juliot, Sandy Boofter,
CALL TO ORDER:
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Sydney Ballard stated that he was present to once again request a curb cut for a driveway.  He asked the board what he had to do to get it done.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mr. Thompson what they would need to do and if he had looked at where he wanted to put the curb cut. 

Mr. Thompson stated that as far as he knows it was turned down in previous years and Mr. Denison went out to the location and explained to Mr. Ballard why it was being denied. 

Mr. Ballard stated that Mr. Denison did go out with him on several occasions who told him that there are already several illegal cuts in his neighborhood. He claimed that the only reason he is being denied is because he is a violator. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she was on the board last year and that they turned him many times.  

Mr. Thompson stated that he could start the process again and he will go out and look at the property and meet with the appropriate departments regarding the cut. 
Mr. Nash asked what his address is.

Mr. Ballard stated that he lives at 527 E. 9th Street. He explained that he wants the cut to have a drive to go to the garage that is already there. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mr. Ballard to give Mr. Thompson his contact information and stated that they will start the process over and see what happens. 
NEW BUSINESS:
Item#1 - Luke Roberts re: purchase of property for Fairview Cemetery 
Not Present.
Item #2 - Joanna Jarboe re: IUS Open House banner 
Ms. Jarboe stated that every spring they have an open house at IUS for perspective students and they would like permission to hang a banner from Feb 20th – March 5th 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they had the banner and told her to get it to the Street Department and they would get it put up for her. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Pastor Nathaniel Austin with Victory Lighthouse Church re: Road block request 
Pastor Austin requested a road block to help send children to church camp on April 7, 2012 and July 15th at the intersection of Spring and Silver streets from 9:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m.
Mrs. Wilkinson reminded Mr. Austin that they can’t have anyone under 18 in the roadway.  

Mr. Thompson stated that they need to get cones and safety vests from the Street Department.
Mr. Nash asked if there is a policy in place for roadblocks.
Mr. Wilkinson stated that they do not but they permit it. 

Mr. Nash expressed concern over how much liability the city has regarding this. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash seconded, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Tammy Hogan/Paul Kiger re: Curb cut on the Midtown Project 
Ms. Hogan explained that she and Paul Kiger have a listing at 1402 E Market Street and stated that there was originally a driveway and curb cut before the project was purchased and they are asking to reinstall both of these. She explained that it was in very poor shape and when the sidewalk was reinstalled they did not put the curb cut back in. She presented a drawing to the board. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that they would have Mr. Thompson go out and look at it and keep it on the agenda for next week.  
Mr. Brewer asked if this was contingent to the sale.
Ms. Hogan stated that it was.
Mr. Brewer asked when the closing date was

Ms. Hogan stated that it was two weeks ago and they will not close until the items are complete. She stated that they didn’t realize that this would be a contingency until this last week. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the will look into this and find out why it was not put back in when the sidewalk was redone. 
Item #5 - Randa Heavrin with Friends Salon re: Request for handicapped parking sign and 3 reserved parking signs for customers. 
Ms. Heavrin explained that they have been in the 300 block of Spring Street for the last ten years. She stated that they are very excited about all the growth going on in the downtown but they have a lot of issues with parking. She explained that they have been renting spaces from the church next door in their back parking lot but they do have a lot of handicapped clients and would like to have a handicapped spot in front of the salon and the lines parking spaces painted in front of their saloon to maximize the space and give a guideline for where people need to park. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked about bicycle lanes.
Ms. Heavrin stated that it wouldn’t affect the bicycle lanes at all. 
Chief Juliot stated that the bicycle lane is out in the street and there is plenty of room for parking outside of the lane.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mr. Thompson to go out and take a look at this and bring his recommendation back to the board next week for approval. 

Item #6 - Chief Knight re: request to revoke Checker Cab’s Taxi License 

Chief Knight stated that within the last week and investigation done by their narcotics officers lead to the arrest of four individuals employed by Checker Cab. She explained that the individuals were charged with an indoor growing operation as well as possession of heroin and after reviewing the reports she found that the sale of heroin in addition to some other prescription drugs was done by an employee that was operating the cab and it was dealt out of the cab. She explained that they contacted the clerk’s office regarding permits that the company has on file and they only have two drivers with current permits to operate in the city so people that were operating the cabs did not have permits to do so. She stated that in light of all this information the Police Department is asking that all permits for the Checker Cab Company be revoked or at least suspended until things are straightened out with the company. 
Mr. Nash asked how many cab companies there are in the city. 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she thinks that there are 4

Chief Knight stated that they have a lot of issues with the permits for the cab companies and both the Police Department and the City Clerk’s Office are aware of these issues. She explained that this is something that is managed by the traffic supervisor and that position was recently filled and the individual will start on February 21st. 
Mr. Nash expressed concern regarding whether there would be enough cabs in the city to fulfill the needs of the citizens with the suspension of Checker Cab’s license. 

Chief Knight stated that she isn’t sure about that but the particular company in questions has drivers selling drugs out of their cabs and she doesn’t think that is a safe environment for anyone. 

Mr. Nash asked what type of license is required to operate cabs. 

Chief Knight stated that they have to have a permit that is issued from the City Clerk’s Office but none of the drivers were operating legally. 

Frank White stated that two years ago he stepped down because of health reasons and he couldn’t manage the day-to-day operations so he turned it over to his brother. He stated that the business suffered because his brother simply didn’t have the management experience needed to run the company but his health is better now and he intends to resume his role in the company. He stated that he believes the dispatchers that were arrested were dealing out of their homes and not out of the office and the drivers that were arrested was a driver and a trainee but the trainee was the one that had the heroin and it was his first day on the job. 
Police Chief Knight stated that is incorrect, it was both driver and trainee and the operator that participated in the sale.
Mr. White stated that every driver is a subcontractor and they are required to do drug testing before they are hired as well as a criminal background check. He stated that he was completely unaware that the drivers were not getting their regular permits and pledged to the board to get things back in line now that he was back in the company. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked who owned Checker Cab. 

Mr. White stated that he is in the process of buying out his brother. He stated that this was also the first he heard about noncooperation with the Police Department and he assured them that would not be an issue with him at all and he will comply and assist with any and all regulations. 

Mrs. Wilkinson motioned that the license be suspended until the violations are reviewed and issues resolved, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.
Chief Knight stated that she would help Mr. White get in compliance. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Mt. Tabor Road Improvement Project (Grant Line to Charlestown) – BLN Supplemental Agreement No. 1
Mr. Nash moved to table this item, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that a couple of weeks ago a drunk driver hit the War Memorial on Market Street and destroyed three brick pillars. She stated that Mr. Thompson is going to speak with Mr. Simon from the VFW because if it is city owned property their insurance should take care of it. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have been contacted by the insurance company of the person that hit it as well. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that maybe while they are doing the reconstruction they could add a spotlight to make it more pronounced to drivers. 
Roger Jeffers stated that Northside Christian Church is going to have a 5k run/walk to benefit “Home for Children” on March 10th at 9:00 a.m. He explained that they are going to be leaving the park and go out on the sidewalks of Grant Line Road and they weren’t aware that they needed permission from the city to do this. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they had the route map. 

Mr. Jeffers stated that he does and he would get them a copy and they are also providing them with insurance. 
Mr. Nash asked if they are going to be on the road or just the sidewalk. 

Mr. Jeffers stated that when they leave the back they will briefly be on Schell Lane to cross over to Grant Line. 
Chief Knight stated that the city streets they will be using will be Cherokee and Schell Lane. 
Mr. Rogers stated that they have several request for these each year but most of them stay inside the park. He explained that he spoke with Mr. Thompson earlier and stated that they had trouble with Joe Kraft Park on West 7th Street with 4-Wheelers going on the trails and they are going through the park to get there and knocking down signs. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there is a trail there for four wheelers.
Mr. Jeffers stated that there are some that are manmade and added that he is concerned about the liability if someone has an accident.  He suggested posting signs and then arresting people for trespassing.
Chief Knight stated that they would increase patrols but the signs would really help them enforce it. 
Mr. Nash stated that he is still working with Mr. Gibson regarding a contract with the Boys and Girls Club.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mr. Brewer about his inspection of the Boys and Girls Club.  

Mr. Brewer stated that he and Mr. Thompson went out yesterday to do an inspection and the structure itself is very sound with regards to the frame and foundation. He explained that problem is moisture and what that problem is creating. He stated that the brick itself is leaking moisture through it as well as the foundation so they question how long it can hold up with that going on. He explained that the other issue is the amount of debris that is in the basement and the amount of water it holds once it leaks into the building which creates mildew and eventually will create mold. He stated that as of now it appears to be sound but the moisture issue needs to be addressed before it becomes an even bigger problem. 
Mr. Nash asked about the roof.

Mr. Brewer explained that it has a metal roof on one side and it needs to be replaced at some point. He stated that there is a leak or two in it right now but the bigger issues is with the overhang and how the water runs down into the gutters.  

Mr. Nash stated that the first job would be to get debris moved.  

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the Storm Water or Flood Control guys could clean it up.

Mr. Brewer stated that this will probably take every bit of 2-3 weeks to get cleaned up. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked what his recommendations are. 
Mr. Brewer stated that he would suggest that they get the debris cleaned up; the sump pump fixed, and gets dehumidifiers installed. He stated that he will talk with Mr. Thompson, Joe Ham, and Mr. Jeffers and see if they can make it a joint effort to clean it up. He explained that they do need to get the gutters fixed immediately.
