A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Matt Denison, Suellen Wilkinson, Kay Garry, Joe Hamm, Mickey Thompson, David Hall, Tim Teives, Chief Bailey and Marcey Wisman

CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item 1: Bill Smith re: Animal issues, conditions of businesses in neighborhood & complain on Animal Shelter employee. 
Mr. Smith addressed the board about a problem with stray cats, junk houses, barking dogs and a raccoon problem in his neighborhood. He stated that he was here last April to discuss these same problems and they did have a nice meeting with David Hall last summer about the barking dogs.  He stated that the problems with the dogs has been in the last few years and he talked with the Police Department who told him they really can’t do anything about that other than to  ask the owners to take their dogs inside. He stated that he doesn’t think there is adequate communication between the Police Department and the Animal Shelter because if they did he would think the police chief would be interested to know that his officers are spending so much time making these runs for barking dogs. He expressed his aggravation with the unpaid parking tickets and stated that he doesn’t think the police officers should be wasting their time with these.  He stated that everyone on their street takes care of their homes but over on Spring Street and Williams Plumbing who has open pipes filled with feces and old toilets for sanitation to pick up and he doesn’t understand how he is allowed to continue to do this. He spoke about the problems with raccoons that are tearing up his yard and fence. 
Mr. Denison asked Mr. Smith a bullet point list of these issues so that he can work with the department heads individually to deal with each issue. 

Mr. Smith complained about an individual at the animal shelter who was very rude to him when he called about a raccoon in his yard and that is what spurred him to come in here because no one should be talked to that way by a public employee. 

Mr. Hall stated that he was standing there when the phone call was made and his employee was not rude to Mr. Smith. 
Mr. Smith stated that it is his word against Mr. Hall’s in this instance but he has had issues with them in the past and something is wrong with the animal control center and he thinks it is more of animal welfare than animal control. 

Mr. Teives asked for the list of the houses or businesses he is referring to so that he can go look at them. He stated that he gave Mr. Smith his card last year and never heard back from him. 

Item #2 - Allison Smith, Relay for Life re: 

Request for road block at East Spring and Silver Streets on April 16-17, April 30-May 1 and May 7-8.
Mrs. Wisman stated that he May dates are blocked out for crusade for children and suggested the weekend of April 23rd. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the weekends in April, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 


Request to hang overhead street banner May 4 through June 4 at East Spring and East Eighth Streets location.


Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Request for temporary street closures for Relay for Life 5K race near Scribner Middle School


Mr. Denison asked if they had a map for their race yet.

Ms. Smith stated they are still working on that. 
Mr. Denison stated that they will have to have the route before they approve this item. 

Item #3 - Donna Applegate, Red Cross re: parking a bus in front of the City County Building during blood drive. 


Mrs. Applegate stated that she spoke with Ms. Cotner about scheduling a blood drive for this Thursday and they need to be able to park the bus in front of the building and they will need about four spaces. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve blocking 5 parking spaces on Hauss Square on Thursday February 10, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Joanna Jarboe, IUS re: Street Banner 2-21 through 3-17 at E. Spring and Vincennes

Ms. Jarboe asked the boards permission to put up a banner for their open house program. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the request for the banner at an available location, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - John Rosenbarger re: LPA Consulting Contract.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have the Corrected copy before them for Grantline Road Consulting contract in the amount of $292,338.00 which includes sidewalks, and  Pedway. He stated that this is a federally funded project that requires a match which will come out of the funds that were given to the city by the State of Indiana. He recommended that they approve this contract contingent upon any changes made by INDOT.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Rosenbarger presented an LPA Consulting Contract for the State Street signals in the amount of $75,000. He stated that KIPDA informed him that there may be a chance for 100% coverage for this program, but it may be an 80-20 with the money coming out of the State Street TIF.

Mrs. Garry moved to approve the Contract for VS Engineering, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.


Item #2 - Justin Gifford with Enviro Forensics re: Installing monitor wells along West and State St. 317-972-7870


Mr. Denison stated that Mr. Gifford had issues with weather coming from Indianapolis and he has reviewed his plans for the borings at West and State.  He did have him write a contract to replace the whole panel sidewalk rather than a patch.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the work and easement restoration, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Hall responded to issues that were discussed by Mr. Smith. He explained that he thinks that the Police Department, the Fire Department and the Animal Shelter have a wonderful relationship and they communicate on a regular basis and he doesn’t think this is something that needs to be addressed. He stated that Mr. Smith by his own words has met with their board president and their legal team so he is aware of the steps that need to be taken to address the issues that he is having and they are always open to talk with him about his complaints. He stated that they have spent a lot of money on Mr. Smith’s case and he seemed to be satisfied when they were done.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Helman addressed the board about a dumpster at his property starting today for 3 weeks in front of the house for cleanup and renovation at 1716 E. Oak Street. 
Mr. Denison asked that they make sure to have reflective tape on the dumpster
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Bill Crescent with Crescent Jewelers requested a Precious Metal License. 
Mr. Denison stated that they have a show going on at the Holiday Inn and the ordinance requires that they give a bill of sale to the police department. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Ms. Julie Schweitzer, from the arts council addressed the board requesting permission to close the alley on the east side of Schmidt Furniture for the painting of a mural on the building and then on July 9th they will have a celebration.
