A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 15, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Matt Denison, Suellen Wilkinson, Kay Garry, Joe Hamm, Mickey Thompson, David Hall, David Brewer, Chief Juliot, Corporal Mike Lawrence, Shane Gibson, John Rosenbarger, Sherrie Holmes, and Mindy Milburn

CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Karen Gillenwater re: update on art installations
Ms. Gillenwater gave an update on the art installations for the Bicentennial Public Art Project. She presented a timeline and a list of sites for the project, said timeline is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 


Item#2 - John Rosenbarger re: Grant Line North Right-of-Way
Mr. Rosenbarger addressed the board and presented them the revised contract for the Grantline Road project. He explained that they intend to start construction in late spring and they have about 10 right-of-ways that they need to acquire. He stated that they would like to retain Applegate Fifer Pulliam for this project at the new price of $750.00/parcel and the funding is coming from the Relinquishment Fund. 

Mr. Denison asked if this had anything to do with the two contracts that they approved last week.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it did not. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked about the $4500.00 in the contract. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that is the aggregate fee. 

Mrs. Garry expressed concern about the sections spelling out that the Board of Works made decisions that they were not involved in and she asked that they change the wording. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the work that Applegate Fifer Pulliam will be providing to the city for this project and the wording of the contract. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the document dated February 15th with modifications in the wording, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor

Item# 3- Jayson Rundall re: Dumpster on 339 Beharrell
Mr. Rundall addressed the board and requested a dumpster at 339 Beharrell in from of his home from tomorrow until Friday.  
Mr. Denison stated that it has to be directly in front of his home and they have to have reflective tape on the dumpster. 
Mr. Brewer asked Mr. Rundall to stay after and talk with him about the remodeling to make sure they have the appropriate permits. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Allison Smith, Relay for Life re: Request for temporary street closures for Relay for Life 5K race near Scribner Middle School
Mr. Denison stated that they are still waiting on a route for the 5K to approve. 


Item #2 - Bill Smith re: Animal issues, conditions of businesses in neighborhood & complain on Animal Shelter employee. 
Mr. Denison stated that they have distributed the list of concerns to the appropriate Department Heads and Mr. Teives has taken the lead. He stated he would like to leave this on “old business” for weekly updates. 
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Thompson stated that code enforcement had an issue with an unapproved easement behind 615 Kent Street. He explained that the residents have taken care of the upkeep on the grass section but one of the residents have started to use it for four wheeling and he would like to block it off and put up signs. He suggested that they put some posts across the area so they can’t enter the area in a vehicle. 

Mrs. Garry made a motion to approve Mr. Thompson to provide the barricades. Mrs. Wilkinson second all voted in favor. 

Mrs. Garry stated that claims are not ready because they are short staffed but she would ask for approval for the claims to be distributed on Thursday and she would bring the list to the next meeting. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved for ratification for a week from today, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Hawkins addressed the board regarding the southwest corner of E Maine and E. 14th street. He stated that this area needs rehabilitation and they are experiencing a lot of problems with Tiger Trucking taking the corner short and causing vibrations in his home, noise issues and they are tearing up the property with the trucks. He asked that the board approve some type of barrier or barricade to prevent them from doing this in the future. He stated that the condition of the corner has been deteriorating since he moved in 6 years ago. He explained that he knows that the Tiger Truck company would rather that it be smoothed down for them to be able to take the corner but they are not experiences the problems that they are having with the noise and vibrations and he would ask the company what they do at any other intersection where they have to make a wide or sharp turn. He spoke about several ordinances and state laws that are being violated with this situation and asked that the board address this immediately. 
Mr. Denison explained that he was contacted by Mr. Hawkins about two weeks ago regarding these issues and he was supposed to come to the board meeting last week but he didn’t show up until after it was over. He stated that he explained that there are two options with this area which does include smoothing the curb out which he has issued with.  He stated that Mr. Hawkins has been told that they will look into all of these issues and they are in the process of getting a price for a concrete block and once they get that information they will make a decision. He explained that Chief Bailey has responded to speeding concerns and they have written over 200 tickets in that area since the complaints have been made and he has sat in the area but never observed anyone running over the curb. He explained that Mr. Hawkins came to a meeting several months ago and they did respond by having the Street Department go out and do patch work but they need to put something more permanent in there. He stated that they will make a decision on this at the next meeting. 

Mr. Hawkins stated that his primary reason for being here today was to make this a matter of public record. He explained that he appreciated the help and understanding that he has gotten from the city and he will stay in contact. 

Ms. Miller stated that they have a wonderful community and her home is over a 160 years old and she would like to take steps to ensure it is here for another 160 years and if the trucks continue to cause the vibrations it might not be here for much longer.
