CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Nathaniel Austin re: Victory Lighthouse road block on 6/4/2011 at Spring and Silver. 
Mr. Austin addressed the board and requested a road block at Spring & Silver from 9:00-5:00 p.m. He presented a letter to the board regarding the Summer Camp Program that they will be collecting for. 

Mr. Denison stated that they would need to go by the Street Department to get vest and cones the Friday before.

Item #2 - Jason Copperwaite re: Flint Subdivision Plat approval. 
Mr. Copperwaite presented the board with a Plat for Flint Subdivision for approval. OLD BUSINESS:
Item # 1 - Allison Smith, Relay for Life re: Request for temporary street closures for Relay for Life 5K race near Scribner Middle School
Mr. Denison stated that they are still waiting on the map and will need to leave this on old business and he will check in with them. 


Item #2 - Bill Smith re: Animal issues, conditions of businesses in neighborhood & complain on Animal Shelter employee. 
Mr. Denison asked that this be held on the agenda as they move forward with progress.

Item #3 - Mr. Hawkins re: Deteriorating corner of E Maine and E. 14th Street.

Mr. Brewer stated that they had an ordinance pass on Thursday night for meter based readings for $25.00 and there was a misprint in the newspaper that said electrical inspections but that is not the case. He asked if they had any penalties on individuals that have unapproved dumpsters on the street. 

Mr. Denison stated that he thinks there is a penalty in the ordinance for anyone that sets a dumpster unapproved. He stated that it would be good to have a handout of requirements and why the approval is needed to hand out to these individuals. 
Mrs. Wilkinson suggested that they get the rental companies involved as well to be proactive. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Ms. Joe Leachman addressed the board and stated that they alley behind her house is only half paved and they are having a lot of issues with people driving down the alley now at high speeds and it is very dangerous. 
Mr. Denison stated that they did go out and to look and they are in the process of getting this taken care of with a guardrail but the company is in the process of moving so that has been the hold up. He stated that he will also have to check to see what utilities are in that area before they proceed.
