NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Deanna Hardin re: door to door to hand out flyers for new business 


Item #2 - Matt Denison re” closure of sidewalk and one side of parking in front of City-County building March 16th for United Way
Mr. Denison stated that they need to approve the closing of parking on this side of Hauss Square and the sidewalk for the United Way. He explained that New Albany won the challenge this year so Jeffersonville’s Mayor has to run the street sweeper past the city-county building. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.


OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Curb cut request at 1209 Culbertson Avenue
Mr. Denison stated that the next step in this process is to remove the yellow curb to the regular curb and put up some signs. 

Item #2 - Issues with 15th Street parking lot and alley 


Mr. Denison stated that Mr. Teives brought it to their attention that there is a parking lot on 15th Street that people are exiting illegally and with the board’s approval he would like to send a letter to the property owner to let them know there is a violation going on and give them a change to correct the problem. He stated that the alley that runs behind the lot is causing a lot of this cut-through traffic because it is one way in a small section and it is his opinion and that of the Street Commissioner that this should be changed back to two-way. He explained that the reasoning behind the one-way may have been because of the line of sight issue was the road curves because of the railroad tracks so Mr. Marinaro is going to take a look at that part of it. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the letter to the property owner regarding the illegal entry into the street, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Issues with unfinished alley at 1504 Indiana Avenue. 

Mr. Denison stated that EMC will be fencing this off  to eliminate the problem. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to permit EMC to close this alley, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.


COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Joe Ham, Storm Water reported that they will be working on the test basin failure on Vincennes tomorrow and possibly Thursday which will force them to close one lane during business hours.
