A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 1, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Matt Denison, Suellen Wilkinson, Kay Garry

CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:06 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Michael Ross – Yellow Ambulance contract renewal.
Mr. Ross addressed the board and requested a renewal of their contract for Yellow Ambulance Service.

Mr. Denison stated that they have already paid for the fee. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 


Item #2 - Denis Smith re: Handicap request for Shelia Wilson at 910 E. Oak Street. 
Mr. Smith stated that he went out to the location and they have the proper plates and he would recommend approval. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.


Item # 3 - John Rosenbarger re: State Street Rehab and Streetscape Project – Plans and Bid Letting
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that the project consists of .95 mile section of State Street from Cherry to Green Valley. He stated that Division A improvements include removing and replacing sidewalk, curbs, driveways, tree plantings, handicap ramps, and drainage improvements as per the engineers plans. Division B improvements include pavement milling, pavement resurfacing, pavement markings and related items as per the engineers plans. He stated that if there are any concerns or issued with the plans they can change the bid before it goes out and the contractor can big Division A only, Division B only, or both.  

Mr. Denison stated that Rod Lee is here from Vectren and asked that Mr. Lee briefly layout the time frame and plan for their project. 
Mr. Lee explained that they are going to start at Clay Street and come all the way down to ____ and they will be taking out roughly two panels of sidewalk per house possibly three depending on if they have to work on the sewers. He stated that they should be in and out in three months and at no point should they go into the street. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that this is in a direct conflict with the work that they are doing which makes the logistics of it problematic. He stated that he is asking that they approve the plans and allow them to award the bids at this point. 
Mr. Denison stated that he would like to keep the ball rolling on the City end but he would like to review the plans. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the plans, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Lee stated that they would like to go ahead and get started on Clay to Bono which is not in conflict with the City’s project except at Clay and State. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he would think that they would be safe to proceed with that part of their project with a few stipulations including the ADA requirements and protection for the trees. He stated that they would like to see the plans first. 

Mr. Lee stated that if they get started they will probably be out of the way by the time the City starts. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve with the stipulation that the staff work with Vectren to create a strict schedule, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #4 - Carl Holiday: Overhead banner request for East Main Street location – March 13 through April 3 – for bridal open house at Culbertson West.
Mr. Denison stated that this is a request that they have every year and this is one that they have to charge for and he will let Mr. Holiday know. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Allison Smith, Relay for Life re: Request for temporary street closures for Relay for Life 5K race near Scribner Middle School
Mr. Denison stated that they still have no heard anything from her. 


Item #2 - Bill Smith re: Animal issues, conditions of businesses in neighborhood & complain on Animal Shelter employee. 
Mr. Denison stated that Mr. Teives and Mr. Brewer continue to work on this with Mr. Smith 


Item #3 - Mr. Hawkins re: Deteriorating corner of E Maine and E. 14th Street. 
Mr. Denison stated that he still hasn’t gotten a price but as soon as he gets the information he will let Mr. Hawkins know. 
Mr. Hawkins asked if they would consider a temporary barricade in the interim to prevent the trucks from driving over this area. 

Mr. Denison stated that he will touch base with Mr. Thompson on this but he thinks they will be able to move forward with this very soon. 

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mrs. Garry stated that she brought claims that were approve two weeks ago because she wasn’t here at the last meeting and needs the docket to be signed today. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked what was going on with the adult bookstore attorney fees. 

Mr. Gibson stated that are working to get it resolved. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor

Mr. Rosenbarger presented the prices for the Gantline North appraisal fees to the board for approval. He suggested that they go with Terry Watson because of experience and locality. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Denison presented a request from Back in Time Car show to use the garage for their car show on May 15th with a rain date of May 22nd including the entire block of Market from State to Hauss Square from 10:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.

Mrs. Garry suggested that they table this until they can get some more information as to why they need both the north and south sides of Market. 

Mr. Hall stated that they have been working on the Mr. Smith situation as well and they have clocked about five legal hours with their lawyer trying to resolve some of these issues.

Mr. Lee stated that they have a second project that might come into conflict on Olive that they are going to start as soon as the State Street project.
