NEW BUSINESS:

Mayor England addressed the board and announced that New Directions Housing Corporation will head up the S. Ellen Jones Neighborhood Stabilization Program for the city.  He stated that this program will be funded with a grant of $6.7 million from the state and will improve the quality of life in this area of the city. He stated that the East Spring Street and S. Ellen Jones neighborhood associations will be combining and will become the Midtown Neighborhood Association.

Mrs. Wilkinson complimented the Mayor on the choice of New Directions.

Mrs. Garry asked if they will receive the full amount of money or will it be reimbursable.

Mr. Malysz explained that it will be reimbursable but they are going to use New Directions to do the up-front financing.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they will need to vote to close streets or approve curb cuts.

Mayor England explained that New Directions are aware of the fact that the Board of Works meets every Tuesday and they will be coming to the board as needed.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the neighborhood and why it was chosen for this improvement.

Joe Gliesnor from New Directions, and Ted Fulmore introduced themselves to the board.

Item #1 - Marcey Wisman on behalf of Hispanic Ministry of New Albany re: Outdoor Way of the Cross street closures.
Ms. Wisman read the prepared request from Fr. Tom Smith from the Hispanic Ministry. The request is on file with the City Clerk’s Office.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve request for the lane closures for the outdoor Way of the Cross on April 2, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Major Knight stated that she would contact Fr. Smith to set up police assistance.
Item #2 - Louise Gohmann re: Art on the Green Street Closure and Banner Request
Ms. Wisman informed the board that she received a call from Mrs. Gohmann saying she could not make it to the meeting. She presented their request to close East 11th Street from Main to Market from June 4th through June 6th and to hang their banner at the Vincennes and Spring Street May 24 through June 7.
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the requests as stated, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted favor.

Item #3 - Ted Burch, 502 RYDAZ Motorcycle Club, LLC re: request for street closure on Friday, April 30, 2010
Mr. Eddie Williams addressed the board on behalf of 502 RYDAZ Motorcycle Club and requested that SE side of Vincennes Street on April 30 from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 a.m. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Marcey Wisman on behalf of St. Mary’s Church re: request for street closure and Banner Request.
Ms. Wisman informed the board that St. Mary’s was making their yearly request to close 8th Street between Market and Elm for the Street Festival and to hang a banner at the 8th and Spring location.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #1 - Curb cut request at 1209 Culbertson Avenue


Mr. Denison stated that he and Mr. Thompson have been working on this and they have taken care of this issue they are just waiting on signs.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
