THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, HELD A PUBLIC HEARING IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON MARCH 11, 2010 AT 6:00 P.M.

David Andrews NA Township and representation for Georgetown addressed the council and stated that this is a very unpleasant task to set the rates for people that vote for them but it is the job that they have before them. He stated that he appreciates the thoughtful consideration that is being extended to Mr. Fifer and other members of the sewer board and the public about this issue. He stated that on behalf of the town of Georgetown they are committed to following through with the 37% increase and doing they part and would encourage them to work with SRF.
Kent McDaniel 30 year resident of New Albany stated that often times when money is involved there is delay and avoidance so that they don’t have to see the problem for what it is and he stated that the one way to ensure a projects success is to overfunding and the sure way to see it fail is that to underfund it. 
Nancy Morgan addressed the board and stated that she would like to have clarification on how to cut down the sewage bills any more than they already have and they keep raising them. 

Vicky Denhart addressed the board and stated

Marylyn White live outside the city limits and wants to know how they figure their water and sewer bill if they are getting water from Edwardsville
