There was a lengthy discussion regarding the need for the new hydrants.
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the street cuts, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Brewer asked if they could look into the Galt Street area, he explained that they had a massive fire down in that area a couple of months ago and there wasn’t an adequate supply of hydrants or water. 
Mr. Wright stated that this is already on their list to look into but they do have some funding issues as well. 
Vic McGinnity addressed the board to request a street closure at E. Market on Saturday, April 9, from 1:00 – 3:00 p.m. for a Style Show & Luncheon. He stated that all the proceeds will go towards the Bicentennial Celebration. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Denison stated that it is a little tricky to close Market and asked that Mr. McGinnity call him on Monday or Tuesday to set a time to meet at the location on Saturday.
