Item #1 - Ed Snelling with New Albany Elk’s re: Road Block on May 8th at Spring and Pearl & State and Elm for Cloth a Child with a backup date of May 15th  
Mr. Denison stated that this was on the agenda last week and no one showed up so he left Mr. Snelling a message and he hasn’t heard anything back. 

Item #2 - Joe Zeller re: issue with curb damage on E. 14th & Main
Mr. Denison stated that Mr. Zeller came last week concerning damage to a curb from the trucks running up on the side and asked Mr. Thompson if he has a chance to look at it. 
Mr. Thompson informed them that he went out and found that there is no curb but it looks like it has been rutted out. He stated that they could do some concrete work there to fill in the area because the neighbors are complaining about the noise. 
Mr. Denison stated that if they could do this at minimal cost and time they should go ahead and do it.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Denison reported that last week he announced that John Berger would be starting on the grass and weed reports and he has a contract for Chet Ballew to do the larger jobs.

Mr. Teives informed the board that they are improving this program every year and they are getting liens filed on the properties and they have been getting money back on them. He stated that as many of these properties sell they will get more money back. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the contract for Mr. Chet Ballew, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mike Lawrence presented a proposed SOP for A Child Is Missing Alert Plan for the board to review and vote on at the next meeting.
Mr. Marinaro presented the board with proposed standards for pavement restoration that will go out to the contractors and utilities. 
Mr. Denison thanked Mr. Marinaro for the work that he put into this. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the Pavement Restoration Specifications, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Garry thanked Mr. Marinaro for his passionate presentation regarding the sewer needs at the Thursday night public hearing.
Mr. Schellenberg, Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz, went over the plans for Phase III and VI to finish the Daisy Lane project which he said would be finished by Thanksgiving. He stated that phase III would go from Rosebud to the bridge replacement at Trinity Run and phase VI would be the widening of the road at the intersection on Grantline Road.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the design.

Mr. Denison stated that he appreciates the information on the design but the board is mainly concerned with the street closings. 
Mr. Schellenberg informed them that the first work that has to be done is the moving of the utilities and the roads will need to be closed to through traffic, but can be open to residents of the area.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the issues that could delay the project.

Mr. Schellenberg recommended that at the start of the project that they not completely shut off the street and wait to see what happens with the utility work.  He recommended they close the road to thru traffic and mark the detour to follow Green Valley Road and Bono Road like they did for phase I to follow Country Club Drive and back up. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the street closures and detours as recommended by Mr. Schellenberg, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.  

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Ms. Morten, Brandon’s House addressed the board regarding their yearly walk-a-thon for their counseling center. She explained that they would like to do this walk on April 11th and she presented a map to the board of their route which is about 3miles.  

Mr. Denison stated that in the past they may have had a police escort go along with the walk for crossing but they are no longer able to provide that service to them with on duty officers. He stated that he would put her in touch with Corporal Lawrence after the meeting if they would like more information on hiring off duty officers. 
Mrs. Morten stated that she was told that they would have to pay for off duty officers and they are ready and willing to do that. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the 5K walk for Brandon’s House on April 11th from 3-5, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
