CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Marcey Wisman for 4-H Corporation re: banner at Spring and 8th June 20th through July 15th.
Ms. Milburn stated that the 4-H Fair is requesting a banner at Spring and 8th for June 20-July 15 for their annual fair. She explained that the dates are available for this request. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor

Item #2 - Marcey Wisman for Cash America re: Precious Metals License renewal. 
Ms. Milburn stated that Cash America sent in their renewal request and a check to cover the permit fee. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor

Item #3 - Fran Fach with Art on the Greet re: banner at Spring and 8th May 23-June 6th and street closure at East 11th between Market and Main June 3rd 

Ms. Fach addressed the board and stated that she is here to request a banner for the Art on the Green and a street closure on Market for Friday June 3rd at noon until Sunday at 6 p.m. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #4 - Tom McDaniels of Knights of Columbus re: Road block on June 3rd and 4th for Crusade for Children. 944-0831
Not Present

Item #5 - Steve Triplett, TSI paving re: Spring Street Hill Project and State Street Construction. 
Mr. Triplett addressed the board and explained that the advance warning signs have been put out and they will begin construction tomorrow off and on for a couple of weeks and if they need longer than that he will report back to the board. He explained the scope of the work that is to be done to the board and asked if there were any questions. 

Mr. Denison stated that he will send out a traffic advisory when they leave here. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the work and the individual that did the engineering plans for the project and work that was recently done to fix this area. 

Mr. Triplett stated that the State Street Rehab Project Division A has started with the sidewalks and it will last about 90 days and Division B will start once that is complete and Mac Construction will be doing that work. He stated that they are not going to request the streets to be closed but they are asking for some assistance to slow the traffic with signs and police officer presence and he has spoken with Major Knight about that. He stated that this project will start this morning as well. 
Mrs. Garry move to approve the closure of spring street hill for two weeks on and off starting tomorrow, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Item #6 - Dave Smith with Providence re: Street banner for June 27th thru July 9th  on Spring and Vincennes.
Not Present
Item #7 - Nancy Hayes, Pete Rosen of Yellow Cab re: Increase for taxi rates
Ms. Hayes addressed the board and explained that she is here to discuss the taxi rate increase. She stated that in the 8 years that she has been driving there has only been a $0.25 increase in the rates. 
Mr. Denison stated that they have been talking about revamping the taxi cab ordinance and what will happen during that process are a lot more restrictions as well as a sufficient increase. He stated that it has to start with them and then go to the council and at that time they would like to hear from both the companies and the drivers. 

Ms. Hayes stated that she would really appreciate some attention to this because with the gas increase they are barely making money on the Indiana side. 
Mr. Denison asked that she stay in touch and they would let them know when they are ready to meet regarding this. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there is anything they can do in the intermediate to help them out because going through the process to redo the ordinance can take a long time. 

Mr. Gibson stated that he isn’t sure but he will check on it. He stated that he will try to put something together for the second meeting in April but he will contact the Council attorney and talk with them at the next meeting to let them know they will be brining something to them. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Mike Jacobs, Masonic Temple re: Request for sign placement at various city entrances.
Mr. Denison asked that this be left on. 


COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Chief Juliot stated that the ambulance that they were transferring to flood control was declined because of the size. He stated that he will call Mr. Thompson to see if he needs it and they did have some interest from a department in Madison and asked if they could sell that to them without going through an auction. 

Mr. Gibson stated that they could especially if it is another governmental body and they could negotiate a good faith agreement. He recommended that the see if they are still interested after they exhaust all department in the city. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the ambulance.  

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Sydney Ballard addressed the board and thanked them for the work that the Police Department is doing in the S. Ellen Jones neighborhood. He stated that he told the board last week that he would get them a drawing and he presented it to the board. 
Mr. Denison stated that Mr. Wood stated that it is on record that Mr. Ballard stated that the new garage would open up to the alley. 

Mr. Ballard asked if they could scrap this and start over because all he wants is a small piece of concrete and keep the garage he has. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the current garage and where he is asking to put the concrete. 

Mr. Denison stated that ultimately he wants a curb cut permit to put in a driveway. He stated that he is confused as to why he went through the variance process to get the approval for this new garage if he doesn’t want it. 

Mr. Ballard stated that his priorities have changed and things came up and changed what he can do. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked why they wouldn’t do this
Mr. Denison stated that if they grant a curb cut it will eliminate a parking space and backing out over the sidewalk is very dangerous. He stated that they have been consistent in the rulings regarding this. 

Mr. Teives asked if Mrs. Garry and Mrs. Wilkinson would like him to go out and take some photos of the layout so that they could make a better decision regarding this. 


Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she doesn’t want to short circuit what they have done in the past but she would really like to be helpful and get this off their plate. 

Mr. Denison stated that they can do whatever they like with regards to this but they would have to set out specific guidelines. 

Mrs. Garry asked if they could get some photos of the area and she would go out and take a look and make a decision next week.
