Mary Hardin addressed the dangerous animal ordinance regarding the dangerous animal law. She stated that she doesn’t understand how any citizen can comply with it because it is so outrageous and seems to be written for wild animals. She explained that if they are trying to copy the policy adopted by Louisville they are going about the wrong way with the wording that they use and there is no insurance company in the state of Indiana that will insure her animal because the shelter deemed it dangerous even though there is no history of violence with her animal. 
Vicki Denhart, 510 Country Club Drive, spoke out against the options that they have been given by the Mayor for the sewers.  She explained that she doesn’t understand why EDIT and Riverboat money is not being used to cut down on the sewer increase. 
Steve Burks, 11 Lafayette Drive, stated that it seems to him that since he moved here in 1996 the sewers have been in panic mode.  He stated that he agrees that there is a need for them to really show the people why this increase is necessary and what the needs are for the future of the utility. 
Joy Chism, Holly Drive, stated that she appreciates the work that they all do, but she doesn’t think that they can afford this rate increase and that cuts need to be made elsewhere starting at the top down.
