CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Tom Parrish re: Entrance of Edgewood 
Mr. Parrish presented pictures and a memo regarding the entrance into Edgewood Station Rd. He stated that when the developer built the road he did not take the curb out and it would jolt cars when they would go over it so they hired someone to come and put in a ramp. CAN”T HEAR ANYTHING HE IS SAYING, THE TAPE IS CUTTING IN AND OUT. 
Mr. Denison stated that he went out to look at the area when he saw the item on the agenda but there are a few things they need to do internally before they can give him and educated response. He stated that they will need to talk to Planning and Zoning and pull the developer plans for the project and get an estimate for the cost to put the ramp back in. He asked that this be left on old business for next week for an update or a final answer. 
Item #2 - Misty Sinkfield & Jermaine LaBauld re: Vendors permit
Ms. Sinkfield asked what they would need to do to get a vendors permit to sell items on the amphitheater during different festivities such as Thunder Over Louisville and 4th of July. She explained that they will be selling different novelties and bottled water. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the crowds during Thunder at the amphitheater and the lack of vendors on this side of the river.  
Mr. Denison stated that there is no insurance required for this but they do need to limit it to the amphitheater and he would like to approve each event individually. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Item #3 - Keith Auspland re: sign on Fosset Hill Rd. for children

Jerry Finn re: Beautification Day in New Albany

Mr. Finn informed the board that they are planning a Keep New Albany Clean and Green Day on April 30th.  He explained that they will be picking up trash, pulling weeds, planting flowers, painting  rusted light posts/sign posts, and putting up dog clean-up stations.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that a group she is with will be planting and maintaining the bump-out at the parking garage and they were wondering if they would provide a little sign that states the group’s name.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the plan for the New Albany clean-up and beautification of downtown, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Susan Parr with Brandon House re: Walk-a-thon for 4/10/2011 

Mrs. Parr stated that their annual walk-a-thon is this Sunday and she presented the board with the map. She explained that it starts at 3 p.m. and they usually have a police escort and she knows that they will need to pay for that but she wasn’t sure who the contact person was for that.

Item #5 – John Rosenbarger re: Captain Frank Road at Old Vincennes Road intersection analysis
Sherri Holmes presented the board with an Intersection Analysis for the intersection of Captain Frank and Old Vincennes. She stated that this was done due to numerous complaints and explained that Jacobi, Toombs, & Lanz recommends that they make it a 3 way stop with stop ahead signs 125 ft. prior with yellow flashers attached to these signs for 30-60 days.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the issues at this intersection. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #6 - Leo Messmer with Dan Christianity Excavating re: Street cut permit on Vincennes and Main St. 
Mr. Messmer from Indiana American Water addressed the board regarding a street cut at the corner of Vincennes and Main Street under the railroad track. He explained that due to the size of the cut that needs to be done for the bore pit they will need to narrow the road, but they will maintain two lanes. He stated that they still need to find out from the railroad when they can do this, and it could be 2 to 3 weeks.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
