Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Jeff Harper re: Dumpster Permit for 1515 Ekin Ave. 
Mr. Harper addressed the board and requested a dumpster permit at 1515 Ekin Avenue and explained that he would like to put it on the street where the owner usually parked. He would like it starting Thursday for a week. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #2 - Christopher Schiefer re: Dumpster Permit for 1823 Center Street 
Mr. Schiefer was not present and asked to be put on the agenda for next week. 


Item #3 - Thomas Harrell re: Community Awareness for Sears 
Mr. Harrell addressed the board and explained their door to door program showing the laminate

Item #4 - Chuck Hedrick with R&A Libs Construction re: Retaining wall for Big O Tires

Item #6 - Mabel Harrison re: Curb Cut 806 W. Market 

Ms. Harrison explained that her mother bought the house in September of last year and there is only on street parking and they were requesting a curb cut to put in a drive way. She presented a sketch of the area for the board. 

Mr. Denison stated he would like to take this under advisement and take Mr. Wood out to look at the area and then bring it back next Tuesday. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to table the item pending review, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #7 - Jason Sams with Suburban Design Group re: Street Closure between Unrue and Railroad to install pipe. 
Mr. Sams explained that he has been working with Mr. Marinaro for the last few months to put in a new pipe and they are requesting a street closure for 4/21-4/23. He explained that this is a privately funded project and their plans include a safety management plan as well. 
Mr. Denison asked if it was going to be closed on and off or for the entire time. 

Mr. Sams stated that it would be closed the entire time and he would be happy to do some mailers for the other businesses in the area to let them know what is going on. 


Mr. Marinaro stated that the contractor told him that if everything goes well they could get it done in two days. 
Corporal Lawrence asked if there was any reason this couldn’t be done on the weekend. 

Mr. Sams explained that Kaiser is a not for profit group and this would be an added cost that they really would like to avoid. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #9 - Rick Stephen with Level 3 Communications re: Raising manhole at the intersection of Main and Silver
Mr. Stephen addressed the board and explained that they have a manhole at that intersection to make it level with the street and it would take the better part of one day. He stated that it is right up against the curb in the back entrance and there isn’t any traffic that runs into this actual area. He explained that he could have them in Tuesday of next week if it is approve by the board. 

Mrs. Garry moved to approve for April 13th, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor
