CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Roger Jenkins re: street light 811 W. Cottom.

Item #2 - Christopher Schiefer re: Dumpster Permit for 1823 Center Street 


Mr. Schiefer informed the board that he is remodeling his home at 1823 Center Street and he would like to place a dumpster on the street while he is in the process.  His explained that his house is at the end of the street and he does not believe it will interfere with traffic or the neighbors parking. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the dumpster for 30 days to May 13th contingent upon the Street Commissioner’s inspection, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Eric Amsler re: curb cut at 2401 Jacobs Dr.

Item #4 - Willie Stewart re: Solicitor’s Permit 


Mr. Stewart, 304 Wooded Valley Drive, informed the board that he was here to request a solicitor’s permit to sell BBQ Grills and picnic tables and wanted to know from the board the process he needs to go through. He stated that he would like to set up at the Farmer’s Market and some other locations.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Mabel Harrison re: Curb Cut 806 W. Market
