NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - John Rosenbarger re: Grant Line North Improvement Project: New Albany-Floyd County Consolidated School Corporation Donation Resolution

Sherrie Holmes informed the board that the School System has offered to donate the parcel of land to the city for the needed easement and they need approval from the board.

Item #2 - Cory Placek with Mac Construction re: road closure for McDonald Lane sewer line project

He explained that the work will be done between Charlestown Road and Nausau and it will go through September.
