A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 4, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Maury Goldberg, 1115 E. Main Street re: Street light at 700 block of Culbertson Ave and Alley behind Vance and Florence.
Mr. Goldberg approached the board and explained that at 710 Main Street a Mrs. Catherine Goodman informed him that at night she is frightened to leave her house because it is so dark and she would like a street light. 

Mr. Denison informed him that they will reserve his request until the next week so that they can go out and take a look at the area. 
 
Item #2 - John Rosenbarger re: CSX Construction Agreement - Grant Line Road West/Reas Lane Extension: ROADWAY CONSTRUCTION / AT-GRADE CROSSING RELOCATION
Mr. Rosenbarger presented the Construction Agreement for Grant Line Road Industrial Park and explained that the Durgee Road crossing will be moved about 1000 feet north for the construction of the new access road to the Industrial Park. He stated that he estimated cost is around $380,000.00 asked that this be approved subject to review by the City Attorney. He explained that part of it is EDA money and this was an anticipated cost. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Rosenbarger presented a Relocation Plan from Duke Energy for Rainbow Drive and explained that he needs to get this approved so that they can get it started which will help Duke Energy get their equipment ordered. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that this is in the city right-of-way so they have to move it at their own expense. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Nancy Hayes, Pete Rosen of Yellow Cab re: Increase for taxi rates

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that it has been a month since they first considered it and while she understands that there is a lot of stuff going on that keeps everyone busy, these people asked for this a long time ago and gas just keep going up. She stated that she doesn’t understand what the delay is in getting this going. 

Mr. Denison stated that the problem is that they are just a conduit to get this to the council so they can’t change anything until it goes to the council. He stated that he is in agreement with her so the only thing he can think of is to contact Mr. Lorch who is the council attorney. 

Mrs. Wisman stated that Mr. Lorch is already working on this with Mr. Gibson. 

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Chief Bailey reported that there is a huge problem with CSX and Tiger Trucking. He explained how they are parking the trains and stated that they are blocking the only access that Tiger Trucking has to their business at 14th Street. He stated that they have an ordinance that prohibits trains from stopping for more than 15 minutes at a time but in this case it is a ridiculous enough of a problem that he is going to speak with Mr. Gibson to see if there is any additional legal action that they can take to prohibit them from doing this any longer because. He explained that he has spoken with many individuals from CSX and has been assured that this issue will be addressed only to have it get worse in what seems like blatant defiance to the ordinance. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked how many times a day this is stopping. 

Chief Bailey stated at least three times a day. 

Mr. Denison thanked the Chief for bringing this to the board’s attention and stated that if they can do anything to help to please let them know. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

John Colter 612 E. Market Street addressed the board regarding parking problems in his area. He explained that he just moved in a month ago and lives next to the Life Spring Hospice building. He stated that he has three vehicles and never has a place to park in front of his home because the individuals going to Life Springs take up a two block stretch of the street on regular basis. He explained that they do have parking in the back of their building that is never used and they do not have signs prohibiting parking in those spots. He stated that yesterday he came home from work and did not have a place to park along the street so he pulled around back and parked in one of the vacant spots and Life Springs had his vehicle towed. He stated that he doesn’t have a problem with them utilizing the street parking but if they would use the ones in the back as well then maybe he would have a place to park in front of his home and he asked if there was anything the board could do to help him. 
Mr. Denison stated that he will set up a time to come out with him and look at the area. He stated that unfortunately public parking is exactly that, public parking but it does sound like there is a bit of disregard going on in this case. He asked that he stay after the meeting so that they can set up a time to meet. 

Mr. Colter stated that he does agree about the public parking but they have 16 spaces behind their building that aren’t being utilized on a regular basis or they are parking one vehicle in two spots eliminating the extra spaces.  

Adam Weaver 1917 Culbertson Avenue addressed the board to request a dumpster in front of his home on the street for clean up. He stated that he would have the dumpster out there for 7 days starting next Wednesday the 11th. 
Mr. Denison asked that they make sure there is reflective tape on the dumpster for night time. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve for the 11-18, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.

Connie Richter YMCA addressed the board regarding blocking Water Street for a Tri at the Y for kids aged 9-11. She explained d that the event would be on June 12th from 9:30-11:30 and they would like to block of 6th street as well with city barricades. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.
