A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON WEDNESDAY, MAY 5, 2010 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Matt Denison, Suellen Wilkinson, Kay Garry, Mickey Thompson, Sherrie Knight, Joe Hamm, Tim Marinaro, Tim Teives, David Hall and Marcey Wisman
CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Susan Kaempfer re: Request to close Bank St. between E. Main and E. Market Streets for expanded Farmer’s Market – May 8 and 22.
Mr. Denison stated that the first item is a request for Bank St. to be closed for two Saturdays for an expanded Farmer’s Market. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Item #2 - QK4 re: Conceptual design for lot at E. Spring and Pearl Streets
Mr. Denison asked that this be removed.
Item #3 - Shane Gibson re: Take Home Car Policy.

Mr. Denison stated that they reviewed the take- home car policy, but he has been told that there was a department head that had some concerns and Mr. Gibson is making some tweaks based upon these concerns. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Mr. Denison stated that last week individuals came from St. Elizabeth’s regarding E. 6th street concerned about fast moving traffic. He stated that he sat up at the location for 20 minutes on Friday and didn’t see any issues. He asked that this be put on old business so that they could look further into the situation. 
Mr. Denison stated that Mr. Smith came last week with code enforcement issues in his neighborhood specifically Don Williams property on Spring Street. He explained that the issues touched two or three different areas of their ordinances. He stated that he and Mr. Teives went to Mr. Williams’s property and there was a lot of cleanup issues and he asked Mr. Teives to address the issues. 
Mr. Teives informed them that Mr. Williams is going to clean up the backyard immediately and he will keep riding by the property to make sure he is making progress. He explained that the house is structurally sound and there is no ordinance that allows them to tell him that he has to clean it up. 
Mr. Denison stated that he will keep Mr. Smith updated and what is going on with the property. 

Mr. Smith explained that if he needs to he will to go through the courts under the stated public nuisance law.

Mr. Teives stated that he is doing everything he can in compliance with the ordinances and State Statute.

Mr. Denison asked Mr. Brewer to help them out with the siding and check into the guidelines for the Historic District. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the issues Mr. Smith is having in his neighborhood.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Marinaro informed the board that the concerns over a public safety issue on State Street in front of Target have been addressed and BLN will be backfilling the area by the end of the week. He explained that Gohmann wants to mill and pave the entire section so they are waiting on Paoli Pike and once that is done they will get started on State Street. 
Ms. Wisman asked about the closing at the end of Roanoke and explained that she doesn’t remember anyone getting approval from the board for this. 
Mr. Ham stated that the water company is replacing fire hydrants in that area but that is the only project he is aware of. 
Mr. Denison stated that he would go out and take a look at it. 
Mrs. Garry stated that she went down Charlestown Road and they paid a big chunk of money for that project and she witnessed three workers just standing around talking to one another at 3:00 p.m. and she doesn’t want to be paying a company to do a job that has workers standing around doing nothing. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they don’t get paid by the hour they get paid by the job and they have a deadline. 
Mr. Brewer stated that he has four demos that are coming up and he wants to know how is suppose to do the bids from the contractors.

Mr. Denison stated that they have never had a demo that reached the $150,000.00 threshold so they have not come before the board. He stated that the reason they bring the bids to a public meeting to open is because it brings transparency to it so in the future it might be a good practice to open any bids at the meeting and have them all delivered to the Controller’s Office before hand so that they can be stamped for date and time. 
Mrs. Garry stated that is it is a good way to protect themselves and their office to do bids in this manner and have them sealed and opened at a public meeting. 

Mr. Brewer stated that he is struggling to find a third bidder on this project. 


Mrs. Garry told him to just find as many as he can.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
BIDS:

Award the New Albany Curb Ramp improvement project bid.

Mr. Denison stated that last week they opened bids for this project and tabled them for the review from Mr. Gibson and the Redevelopment Commission. 
Mrs. Garry informed the board that they want to use money that was encumbered for street paving, but they are waiting to hear back from the State as to whether or not that money can be used for these ramps. 
Mrs. Garry made a motion to approve the bid of TSI contingent upon approval from the State and the City Council to use this money, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
