CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Harbison called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. moved Wilkinson to approve the April 22nd meeting minutes with amendments, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor
BIDS:

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

Paul Clark, addressed the regarding a property he owns at 8421 County Line, and the water that comes off of Chapel Creek plugs up his septic and he has worked with Mr. Fifer and found that he can take a direct line to New Albany’s line, but he would need permission to cross the county line.  He explained that the manhole is on the opposite side of the street but they will drill under the street to run the line. He told them that Mr. Fifer did find that there is an easement that runs from his house to the street.
Mr. Brinkworth asked if it going to be a force main and if he plans to be responsible for the pump and the line.

Mr. Clark stated that it would be a force and he will remain responsible for its maintenance.  He explained his plans for the construction of the force main.
Mr. Fifer explained that that they do have other pockets of Clark County users and they will need to get a letter of consent from Clarksville. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding getting the consent of Clarksville.

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve Mr. Clark’s sewer extension using Option 3 in the letter from Mr. Dixon contingent upon consent of Clarksville, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted I favor.
Bob Woosley, Town of Georgetown, informed them that they have been working with Brian Dixon on a back-up system for when they lift stations go down in Georgetown on the east end of town. He suggested that they tie in Edwardsville so that it would not overload the meter at High water road, but it would go through the meter to be counted.

Mr. Brinkworth asked how long that lift station is going to be down.

Mr. Woosley, stated that he was not sure and explained where they currently are on the construction of their new plant, but it looks like they have another 9 months.

Mr. Brinkworth stated that they had a meeting a while back and there was some concerns about the fact that the line is not a continuous downhill line.

Mr. Harbison asked what they would do with the line once the Georgetown plant is completed.
Mr. Woosley suggested that they flush the line and cap it so that if they need it in the future it is still in existence.
Mr. made a motion to approve the location of the quick connection, along with dumping with their east end lift station is down along with communication to EMC, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS

Mrs. Garry reported that she has paid off all claims except the K & E Claims that they asked her to hold and two months of EMC.
Mr. Brinkworth asked if McCauley Nicholas has been getting the information they need.
Mrs. Garry explained that they had and that she has regular communications with them by phone or email at least twice a week. 
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

Mrs. Welsh informed the board that she spoke with Mr. Popp and he filled his pool during his April Consumption 

Mr. Fifer informed them that if they pass this they make limitations for any further adjustments.
Mrs. Welsh stated that she would need some proof that they have a pool.
Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve Mr. Popp’s pool adjustment, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Jason Copperwaite with Paul Primavera re: Wendy’s at Charlestown Road. 

Mr. Copperwaite, on behalf of NAI Clarksville, presented the board with a site plan for the new location for a Wendy’s Restaurant at Charlestown Road and Blackiston Blvd. He informed them that it is an 80 seat restaurant and requested 9 EDU’s.

Mr. Fifer informed him that they will also need to send a request to IDEM
Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve contingent upon notification and/or permission from IDEM and/or EPA, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Mr. Brinkworth asked about the situation with Mr. Thomas and asked if what we found out on his billing.
Mrs. Welsh explained that they did discover that someone else was also being billed for this location and that they were double billing.  She explained that they removed Mr. Thomas’ name from the location and applied what he has already paid to his other properties.

Item #1 - Clark Dietz Update

Mr. Christmas reported that the Basin 35 phase II and III did come out and completed the restoration and they should have a claim for the $3000 retainage they were holding back.  He stated that he inspected the work and recommends that it be released.  He informed them that he has sent out the PDR for everything except the Jacobs Creek project because they want to review the May rain data. He explained that he has a Resolution for them to approve from SRF authorizing Mr. Marinaro to submit the PDR’s and applications. He informed them that they need to have public hearings and he publicized that for 8:30 prior to their next regular meeting. He asked if they received his correspondence with reline America and how they felt about having the demo here or at their plant.
Mr. Brinkworth stated they would prefer that they come here to do the demo.

Mr. Fifer agreed that it would be best so that more people could see how the system works and then they can do a Friday visit to the plant to ensure that they 

Mr. Christmas stated that he did find another company that does this service, but they are in California. It could be helpful to see if we are getting the best price possible. He stated that he also sent them a proposal for a contract for the SRF project design

He explained that the project will be complete if the offer is accepted. He presented change order #4 for the board to sign as well as pay estimate #7 for the release of the $2300 retainage payment in full or project. 
Mr. Brinkworth moved to sign, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
