PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - John Rosenbarger re: Supplemental Agreement with Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have been replacing a lot of ramps around town and they have gone over on the inspection fees. He presented to the board a Supplemental Agreement from Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz to cover that cost for their approval.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the agreement, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - John Rosenbarger re: Grant Line Road North – Amendment No. 1

Item #5 - Sydney Ballard re: Installing driveways at 30 E.18th St. and 527 E. 9th St. 

Mr. Ballard stated that he is not going to do the drive at 527 E. 9th Street, only at 30 E. 18th.
Mr. Denison stated that he went out and looked at the area and there is already a curb cut at 30 E. 18th and he does not need the board’s approval for the driveway.
