Mr. Malysz addressed the council and informed them that they have been working with the Ohio Valley Greenway Commission and they will be coming back to them to inform them how they will meet a local match for the completion of the same. He stated that they are working on a project that will cost approximately $5M that will pick up the path at 18th street and around the Loop Island Wet lands to Silver Creek and this will join New Albany’s project to the Clark County portion of the Greenway project. He then reviewed the funding for the project and different entities that will be contributing money such as the Corp of Engineers and KIPDA and he stated that they will need to come up with $1.25M . He stated they may be able to use the surplus cash in the Scribner Place Project.
Mr. Gonder asked that in the interest of the 30 day window would it be possible for them to disseminate information to Mr. Lorch for him to review and pass on to the members.

Mr. Malysz stated that he will gladly see that the information is passed on to Mr. Lorch.

Mr. Gahan asked why they are using Redevelopment money for sewer projects.

Mrs. Benedetti informed him that they are being used in order to keep the rate increase percentage lower.

Ms. Wisman informed him that the agenda’s should be the same and that typically the old business items are included on the website. 
Mr. Ed Wilkinson informed the council that on page 4 of the financial information that he has given them where it shows outstanding liens of $500,000 has been paid down, but he has not received all the information yet to change his numbers.
Irv Stumler, addressed the board regarding the tree removal at St. Mary’s. He gave the church’s reasoning for removing the trees and informed them that they will be replacing the trees and that the church is paying for all the work to be done.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the removal of the trees and the replacement of the steeple.

Jamison Bledsoe spoke against the City/County building being moved to the Coyle property because of the decrease in the tax roll this could cause to the city.
