The meeting of the New Albany City Council was called to order by President John Gonder at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

(a) Mayor;
Mayor England reviewed his memo which is on file with the City Clerk’s office and made a part of this official record.

(b) Controller;
Mrs. Garry reported that on Tuesday, June 15, the DLGF will be in the County Auditor’s office meeting with each of the taxing entities and she hopes that they will give the City their approved budget at that time. She also informed them that she has requested budgets from department heads and they should all be turned in by tomorrow and she will work with Mr. Gonder to schedule budget hearings and they are looking at June 21 or 22. 

The Council decided that they would meet on both the 21st and the 22nd starting at 6:00 p.m.

(c) City Council

Mr. Gibson reviewed the sanitation contract extension plan which is on file with the City Clerk’s office and made a part of the official record.

Mr. Coffey stated that it is his opinion the only way to determine if we are getting the lowest contract is to bid it out. He stated that when the rate increase went through they were told that the company had to raise the rate to cover the pick up of yard waste and extra bulk items and now they are lowering their fee. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding why many of the council members believe this should be bid out.

Mr. Price stated that when the contract was first done under Mayor Gardner the sanitation department gave a legitimate plan to keep sanitation in-house and they begged the Mayor to go along with their plan.

Mr. Zurschmiede asked if there is any way they can bid out the extra work they are willing to take on in order for them to compare apples to apples

Mr. Messer asked when they will get the full proposal, because there is no way they can make a decision if they don’t have all the information.

Mrs. Benedetti asked where the CPI money would go if they do not suspend the yearly CPI increase.

Mr. Gibson stated that if they do not suspend the CPI increase the additional money would go into the sanitation fund, but they could suspend that in the rate ordinance.

Mr. Malysz reviewed the specific items of the contract extension. He further went on to say that if the council is not sincere about looking into this extension they need to know

Mr. Brewer presented the council with the monthly report from Code Enforcement Officer Tim Teivis, and informed them that they have Mr. John Berger to help pick up the slack. He reviewed the complaints they have received, and explained how difficult it is to even find people who own a large number of the properties. He talked with them about improving their ordinances to give them “more bite for the bark”.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the cleanliness of premise ordinances and the difficulty they are having

David Shireman, Vice-President of the Fire fighters union, spoke on the issue of them going from 4 men off per shift to 3 men off, and they took a vote and they have agreed to do that and that will go into effect on January 1 due to the fact that all vacations were set by December 15 of last year. They believe this will reduce their over-time next year.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding whether or not the department meets OSHA staffing standards for fire departments.

Jameson Bledsoe, 2001 E. Elm Street, stated that again that there would be a Mayorial Forum at the library on June 16th. He then expressed his concern regarding what is happening with the plots of land where they are tearing houses down.  He stated that they need to have a design review commission to review the building plans so that the developers do not come in and build structures that are not beneficial to the neighborhood.
