PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Don Harshey re: VFW roadblock June 18th 25th for VA Hospital at Silver & Spring and State & Elm
Mr. Denison asked if the dates were available because a group was added this week because of confusion in the scheduling. He stated that they can approve it contingent upon the schedule. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor. 

Item #2 - Louie Retailleau re: Flower boxes in front of Rotisserie 133 E. Market
Mr. Retailleau presented a drawing of the area and requested permission to install flower boxes in front of the Rotisserie on Market Street. He explained that he is putting a lot of work and money into the restaurant to not only improve the location but as well as further the efforts to enhance the look of the downtown area.   

Mrs. Wilkinson asked when they would be open. 

Mr. Retailleau stated that it will depend on the construction. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the placement of the flower boxes.

Mr. Retailleau explained that the boxes will be on wheels and they will have a few tables on the outside. 

Mr. Denison stated that they have to be mindful of the ADA requirements of three feet in between the tables. 

Mr. Retailleau stated that they have more than that. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.  

Item #3 - Wendy Stepro re: Sidewalk issues 702 Vincennes St. 
Not Present

Mr. Denison stated that she has been before the bored several times regarding this issue and he found out this week that she wanted the entire length of the sidewalk replaced but he explained to her that it was just a spot repair for safety reasons. 
Item #4 - Bill Naville re: curb cut 2739 Paoli Pike 
Jason Copperwaite presented the board with a composed site plan of the location of the curb cut and explained that it is adjacent the Ridgeview Animal Clinic and it is a proposed storage unit site. He gave a brief discretion of the property and explained that they want to construct storage units on the site with the proposed driveway on the plans. He stated that this has been approved by the City Council and the Plan Commission. 


Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor. 
Item #5 - Barbara Zoller re: Bicentennial Committee at Fairview on September 23 & 24
Ms. Zoller VP Bicentennial Commission presented the board with some information on the 2011 Cemetery History Tour that is sponsored by the Living History Committee of the Bicentennial Commission that they would like to hold on September 23th and 24th from 6:00-9:00 PM at Fairview Cemetery. She explained that the tour would be educational, respectful of those buried there and will honor New Albany’s history. 

Mr. Denison stated that he feels like this event is very appropriate and enhances the history of the cemetery. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor. 
Item #6 - John Rosenbarger re: resolution confirming Resolution BOW 11-04
Moved to next week’s agenda 
Item #7 - John Rosenbarger re: Agreement for Professional Services between the City of New Albany and Bernardin, Lochmueller and Associates. 
Sherrie Holmes presented the professional service agreement and explained that that this is amendment number 1 for McDonald Lane to include roundabouts. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if this would be an additional cost. 

Ms. Holmes explained that this will be an increase in the cost of $84,000.00
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor. 

Item #8 - Andy Spellman re: permit to sell fireworks for Shaboom 
Mr. Spellman approached the board and requested his annual permit to sell fireworks at State Street Daisy Lane

Mr. Denison stated that they will need a copy of their insurance and approval from Homeland Security. 

Mr. Spellman explained that the permits have been applied for and he is waiting for confirmation. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve contingent on approval from Homeland Security, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.  
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Matt Denison re: traffic congestion issues on Beechwood 
Mr. Denison stated that they are still waiting on information for this.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Brewer stated that they are getting bombarded with yard work and they have to have a back up grass guy. He presented the board with contract for vegetative and removal services and explained that this is just in case they get in a bind or get backed up. 
Mr. Denison stated that he is fine with the contract but his main concern is that Brad Collier is a city employee and he thought they had to have conflict of interest forms. 


Mr. Gibson stated that they wouldn’t have to have anything like that in this case but he would like to look over the contract to tweak a couple of things in the wording. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the contract contingent upon changes by Mr. Gibson, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Joe Hamm stated that they would be closing the east bound lane of Pearl between Main and Market to fix a hole in the road. He stated that that the work would take about 2 days and they would need some no parking signs for the east bounds side of pearl. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Gibson stated that Duke has an agreement with a company that allows them to put fiber optics on their line and they wanted to know if the city has a permit to do that. He stated that he explained that they do not but anytime they are doing work in the city right-of-way they need to let the board know so he is bringing this to their attention. 

Mickey Thompson stated that he had a signal out on Grant Line Road and the MMU unit failed so they borrowed on from Clarksville and they need to get a price for a new one to use as a spare because the one they are using is the only extra one that Clarksville has so if they have any issues before the city gets theirs repaired they will have to do without it. He explained that that they had an issue with the conflict monitors that are set up to flash red if there is an issue and they would like them to flash red in both directions instead of flashing yellow and red for safety issues. He stated that he would like to get a quote on the remaining signals that aren’t set to flash just red. 
Mrs. Garry moved to have the signals changed from flashing red and yellow to flashing all red, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
