CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Larry Metcalf re: solicitors permit for Airtight Home Products 
Next week


Item #2 - Andy Spellman with Shaboom, INC re: selling fireworks 
Mr. Spellman stated that he will be at 2141 Daisy Lane in the parking lot by Tuckers from June 15 – July 5, from 10 a.m. to midnight


Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Carol Sparrow re: block party on Indianan Ave between Roanoke and Humphry August 28th 10: 00 a.m. – 12:00 a.m. 


Mrs. Sparrow stated that this is their 8th year to hold this block party and she is here to request a street closing permit for that area on August 28th from 10-12a/.m.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Leo Mesmer with Dan Christiani re: water main construction at Vincennes and Main 


Mr. Mesmer presented a site map and explained that the water company has hired his them to install a water line at Main and Vincennes.  He explained that they will start on June 14 and hopefully be finished by the 18th. 
Mr. Denison stated that he is fine with it as long as there are the proper signs and detours he explained that this portion of the road will soon be transferred from the state to the city so he would encourage him to contact INDOT to confirm with them as well. He stated that they will need to get a street cut permit from the Street Department as well. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the request for the closing of one line of traffic with permission from INDOT as well from June 14 – 18, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #5 - Peter Feimer re: noise pollution on Main Street 


Mr. Feimer, President of the Main Street Assoc., came before the board to ask what the requirements are for noise control with outdoor music at bars.  He asked several questions of the board regarding the ordinances and the restrictions placed on bars in the downtown area. He explained that the issues are fairly recent but they are persistent now. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the noise ordinance and the role of the Board of Works in enforcing this ordinance. 
Mr. Feimer stated that he hates to complain because he does love the music but it does interrupt their sleep and while he does understand they are building business he would like to see some compromise. 
Mr. Denison stated that they will put this on for next week and he will look into the issue and work with them to meet the requirements of the ordinance. 
Item #6 - Don Smith re: noise complaint after hours from Past Time Bar and Grill 
Mr. Smith stated that Mr. Feimer covered all the issues that he has and explained that the music is just too loud for the residents that live in the area around the bar. He stated that they wouldn’t have a problem with it if it were an occasional thing but not if it is every weekend and he hates to call the police every time they have this issue because they have better things to do with their time than respond to this type of call. 
Item #7 - Desarae Crow with Mobile Maintenance Repair re: selling fireworks

Item #8 - Christian Elslager, ATC Associates re: request for right of way permits to install monitoring wells for IDEM.

Mr. Elslager stated that they need to install a monitoring well for IDEM to investigate ground water by a service station. He stated that the work will be done on Oak Street and explained how they finish up the work and seal it off and stated that it is semi-permanent but once they pull it up they do repair the area. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #9 - Marcey Wisman for Denis Smith re: Roadblock at Silver & Spring 8-6 4 Saturday’s in May and first Saturday in June 2011

Mrs. Wisman stated that from what she understands there is an issue with the Redman Club and the Fire Department with regards to the Crusade for Children. She stated in the past they have worked together but now it seems that they aren’t and no one informed the city so both organizations were approved for the same place. She asked that this be tabled so that she can talk to the parties involved to see what is going on. 
OLD BUSINESS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Rosenbarger presented a memo from the Tree Board and explained that they are an advisory committee for the Board of Works and they would like to remove some of the smaller dead streets along Spring Street with the help of the Street Department. 
Mrs. Garry asked if this was all over the city or just on Spring Street.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it would be all over the city eventually, but they are starting in the downtown area. He explained that they will be working with the arborist, Greg Mills, to be sure that they are only taking down the dead trees and he will work with them on how to cut them.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the trees.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the request, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor
Mrs. Wisman explained to the board that one of the individuals that were arrested in the drug bust over the weekend was a taxi driver named Phillip Hochadel who was selling drugs out of an ice cream truck in front of New Albany High School. She explained that it was a Good Humor truck that was in front of the school and they do not have a permit to sell ice cream in the city and this is further proof that they really need to crack down on these types of vendors. She stated that she would like permission from the board to deny the renewal of his permit. 
Mrs. Garry made a motion to deny Mr. Hochadel any future permits to drive a taxi in the City of New Albany, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Marinaro explained that the water company has been going out and doing street cuts without permission and he wanted to bring this to the board because they need to stop this from happening.  
Mr. Denison stated that he is aware of the problem and is setting a meeting with them next week.

Mr. Denison stated that if they are just putting them in the paper boxes they do not need a permit.
