A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 14, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Matt Denison, Suellen Wilkinson, Kay Garry
ALSO PRESENT:  Joe Hamm, Mickey Thompson, David Brewer, Chief Bailey, and Mindy Milburn

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Pepper Cooper re: casualty property insurance renewal. 
Mr. Cooper presented the renewal offers spread sheet and reviewed the same with the board. Said information is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He informed them that in the past they have not had a rate increase but they have had premium increases.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the specifics of the casualty property insurance.

Mr. Denison stated that on the Inland Marine there are additional items they need to add and he asked if they can be added at anytime.

Mr. Cooper stated that they can.
Mr. Denison asked about the buildings they now own on Grant Line and wanted to know if they have been fully funded and on the record.
Mr. Cooper stated that he believes it is but he will check with Judy.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.


Item #2 - John Rosenbarger re: resolution confirming Resolution BOW 11-04
Mr. Rosenbarger informed the board that they are ready to move forward on the State Street signal project and he needs the board to approve the notice to the parties. 
Item #3 – Christine Harbeson – Banner Request

Mrs. Harbeson presented the board with information regarding the Pack the Bus program and requested permission to hang a banner from July 1 to July 20th.

Mr. Denison explained to her that it will probably be the Main and 8th location and stated that her banner can be double sided if she wants it to. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the request, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Matt Denison re: traffic congestion issues on Beechwood

Mr. Denison stated that that they had some complaints from residents on Beechwood regarding the traffic congestion caused by a handicap spot on the top of a narrow street. Coincidentally without know this was going on the owner of the space asked for it to be moved and the Street Department has already been out to change it and it seems to have alleviated the problem. 
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she would like to reserve the banner location of Spring and 8th for the second week of August through September 9th for the Carnigie Center.
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
William Transue approached the board regarding the line striping on E. Elm Street. He stated that he has been here before to ask about this.
Mr. Denison explained a little about the history of his knowledge with this situation and stated that they were told that this would be done as soon as it was possible for it to be done. He explained that he can’t speak to what happened years ago but since he first found out about this, which was months ago, there has been no striping done at all because the limited staff at the Street Department is still working on debris removal and cleanup from all the storms so that they can turn their hours into FEMA. He stated that this is going to be priority number one for the city and that isn’t going to change and the striping will be done as soon as they can get to it but unfortunately there are more pressing matters to deal with at the time and they simply don’t have the manpower to do this and the cleanup right now. 
Mr. Thompson stated that as soon as they have the manpower this will be on the top of their list and he thinks they should be caught up within a month.  
Eddie Hancock addressed the board regarding a fence on an alley that belongs to Metallite Manufacturing. He explained that he has a tenant that cannot get his truck out of the alley. 
Mr. Denison explained that the fence has been there many years and it blocks an existing city right-of-way and he asked Mr. Gibson what they need to do.
Mr. Gibson stated that it doesn’t matter how long the fence has been up they just need to go out and inform them that the fence is on city property and needs to be removed.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the process of how to get this removed.

Mr. Denison stated that he will go up this week and speak with the owner.
Greg Roberts addressed the board and informed them that the Neighborhood Association would like to have a meeting with Mr. Brewer regarding a house at 1018 E Spring Street. He asked about a small section of sidewalk at E. 11th between Spring and Elm. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they did run out of money for the year and they need to deal with the residents that are using the side illegally as a parking lot before they do any work and they could use help with some enforcement regarding this. 
Mr. Denison stated that they can have the officers to start writing tickets for that 

Greg Phipps addressed the board regarding an ordinance for illegal signs.
Mr. Gibson explained that they have prepared that ordinance and it has had gone and before the council but now it is in committee. He stated that he will forward him a copy.
Charles Harshfield addressed the board regarding a resident at 415 E. 11th that parks in their yard and on the sidewalk. He explained that the sidewalk was not replaced and should have been addressed when others were done. 
Mr. Denison informed them that this board does not make any decisions regarding projects using Federal monies. He stated that he will stop by both residence and see if he can get some resolution to this issue and ask the police department to get involved in enforcement. 
Susan Kaempfer stated that they are having issues at the farmers market with people leaving their cars over night blocking the farmer’s spaces. She asked if they could put up signs saying no parking from 6:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the parking issues for the Farmers Market.
Mr. Denison stated that he will talk with the police department and Mr. Thompson will order signs. 

BIDS:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the June 7th meeting minutes, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Denison stated they will recess until 11:00 a.m.
Mr. Denison called the meeting back to order at 11:02

Mr. Fifer addressed the board regarding his work to obtain easements for the Grant Line Road North Improvement Project and informed them that he has reached agreements with all the property owners except for 3 and Mrs. Garry is cutting those checks.  He presented to the clerk the proof of publication for the public hearing. He stated that the meeting today is to approve the resolution approving the takings and awarding the three new property owners and explained  that he is currently in discussions with the attorney from Aldi’s and he believes they will reach an agreement. He informed them that the landowner where the 5th/3rd bank is located believes that the evaluation should be based on an income bases due to the fact that they rent that land to the bank and their rent is based on the size of the land. He informed them that the owners of property where the Thornton’s, Shalimar Group, is represented by Mr. Lopp who is here. He explained the next step if they adopt this resolution and stated that they would then set an additional hearing for the property owners to dispute the amount awarded to them. 
The board set a public hearing for June 28th at 11:00 a.m.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they are approving the appropriateness of the project and not the value of the project.
Mr. Fifer stated that was correct.
Mr. Gibson stated that the appraised values are listed but they are still in negotiations with the property owners and those can change prior to the public hearing in two weeks.

Mr. Denison asked if any of the parties would like to speak.
Albert Fischer 3401 Grant Line Road stated that he does not have any objections to what they are doing but he has not received any information or details regarding what they plan to do at the secondary entrance.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they do not need the property at the secondary entrance.
Mr. Fischer stated that as long as it does not eliminate his secondary entrance he does not have a problem.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he can go over that with him but they plan to have one entrance open to the property at all times.
Mr. Denison stated with everyone having been heard he would entertain a motion to close the public hearing
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to close the public hearing, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the resolution, Mr. Garry second, all voted in favor.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business before the board, the meeting adjourned at 11:19 a.m.
