Regular City Council meeting Minutes of May 20, 2010

Mr. Coffey moved to approve the May 20th meeting minutes, Mr. Messer second, all voted in favor

Mr. Zurschmiede moved to approve the May 20th public hearing minutes, Mr. McLaughlin second, all voted in favor

Mr. Messer moved to approve the May 20th work session minutes, Mr. Zurschmiede second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Coffey who abstained.
      (E)     Communications, in the following order:

(a) Mayor;
Mr. Malysz addressed the council and stated that the Mayor would like them to have the issue of the City Sanitation Contract and EDIT funds to help balance police and fire budgets as well as the allocation of $1M for city paving. He distributed a timeline for the city of New Albany annexation and discussed the possibilities of a special meeting regarding this subject. 
Mr. Caesar asked if there are prepared to have a public meeting on this issue and if they have the charts ready. 

Mr. Malysz stated that it is being prepared now. 

Mr. Caesar stated that he is all for moving forward on this but he thinks they need more information. 

Mr. Malysz stated that they could have it to them before the next meeting.  

Mr. Coffey stated that if they look at the committee’s one of the things the council is entrusted to do is annexation. 

Mr. Gahan stated that he is correct and that committee needs to meet on this issue. 

Mr. Malysz stated that it is his understanding that the committee would meet after the first introduction of the ordinance and that is why he is proposing that they have a first reading at the next meeting to get the ball rolling. 

Mr. Gonder stated that at the conclusion of this meeting the tree members of that committee will decide how to proceed and get with him as soon as possible.

Mrs. Garry addressed the council and stated that she did put a notice of a public hearing for the July 1st meeting regarding paving and presented a packet to the council with regards to budget hearings and when they will meet with each department head. She stated that they had a meeting with DLGF on Tuesday and she has included a worksheet regarding that in the packet for them to review and explained that there were cuts but there is money to do an additional appropriation to get them through the year just the same as they did last year. 

Mrs. Benedetti asked if she could look into the budget of the Parks Department and make sure the city and the county are contributing and equal amount. 

Mrs. Garry stated that there is no way to know that but the city pays more because they have more parks. 

Mr. Coffey asked why they aren’t taking the $1M for paving out of EDIT instead of Riverboat. 
Mrs. Garry explained the other appropriation __________ 
Mr. Coffey asked how much that would be. 

Mrs. Garry stated about $500,000.00

Mr. Gonder stated that it is the regular time.
