A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 21, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Matt Denison, Suellen Wilkinson, Kay Garry

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Holly Evans re: Permit to sell fireworks 
Blake Hatton with Patriot Fireworks, 2125 State Street Suite 18 approached the board and asked for a permit to sell fireworks from June 23-July 5

Mr. Denison stated that they have to have insurance as well as a homeland security permit. 

Mr. Hatton stated that they don’t have their tent up yet so they haven’t gotten the homeland security permit. 

Mrs. Garry moved to approve with the stipulation that they cannot sell anything until that permit is filed with the clerk’s office, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Item #2 - Jeannie Collier re: Dumpster at 1218 E Elm St.  
Ms. Collier addressed the board and requested a Dumpster in the front of her home on 1218 E. Elm as soon as possible for 3 weeks. 

Mr. Denison stated that if she needs an extension to call him at the office and reminded her to make sure it has reflective tape on it. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #3 - Sandy Gilland re: Requesting new stop signs at Ekin and Thomas 
Ms. Gilland was not present
Mr. Denison stated that he went out to look at the area and it seems as though they are just faded not missing. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Matt Denison re: fence on an alley that belongs to Metallite
Mr. Denison explained that he went out to talk to the owner and the woman that she spoke with acted like that she didn’t understand what he was talking about so he will try again. He asked Mr. Gibson to get involved and help him out. 


Item # 2 - Matt Denison re: Resident at 415 E. 11th that parks in their yard and on the sidewalk
Mr. Denison stated that the gentleman does have a curb cut to get over the sidewalk there but it is meant to be for a garage and he is using it to pull up and park on the sidewalk. He explained that he talked to the guy and they have done so in the past but it hasn’t helped and asked the Chief to help enforce it. 


Item #3 - Matt Denison re: Parking issues at the farmers market lot.
Mr. Denison stated that they should have the new signs in soon.

Mr. Denison suggested that they approve the low bid with staff approval. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve Cagle’s in the amount of $5,600.00 pending staff approval, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Vicky Percival 339 Thomas Street stated that she moved to the city 5 years ago and she filed a complaint and was told that there were no funds to do any work and since then she has seen others fixed up. She stated that she basically doesn’t have a sidewalk and when it rains they can’t use it at all. She presented photographs to the board. 
Mr. Denison explained that when sidewalk work is done it is paid out of a block grant that has to be spent in certain areas and it is approved by the redevelopment. 
Sydney Ballard approached the board and stated that he got another street sweeper ticket and he would really like to have a drive way so that he can eliminate this issue. 

Mr. Denison stated that as far as he is concerned Mr. Ballard has been given an opportunity to state his case and he is not willing to entertain this any further. 

Ally and Andy Tucker from The Dandelion approached the board to request street closure on June 25th on Bank Street from Market to Spring for a street concert from 6:00-11:00. 
Mr. Denison stated that his is familiar with the permit process for alcohol that they get from the state but he thinks that the permit has to be signed off on by the Police Department on a event by event basis as well. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve with the stipulation that it is signed off on by the Police Department, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Denison stated that he will get the large cones to them and explained that they cleanup is the same as it was for the last event they had. 

BIDS:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the June 14th meeting minutes as amended, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she ran into a couple of people at the Celtic Fest who has sidewalk issues and were told that there was no money but Redevelopment came up with money for different projects and he wanted to know how that was the case. 
Mr. Denison stated that this would have to be a question that is taken to Redevelopment because they control those funds. 
Mr. Gibson stated that it does cause confusion when there is money that can only be used for certain designated areas. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Hall presented some new rates and such to the council and asked him to explain this to the board. 

Mr. Hall explained that they are asking that individuals that have any exotic animals or ferial cats get a approval from the Board of Works and get a permit from the animal shelter to do this for safety reasons and because there are certain permits that they are required to have by state law to have these animals
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the Carnegie Center no longer needs the banner that was approved.
