CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Grant Rickard with Past Time Bar & Grill re: waiver to play music after hours. 

Mr. Denison explained that they had some neighbors come to the board to express concern with the level of music coming from the bar at night and they contacted Mr. Rickard to let him know that he needed a waiver for the sound ordinance. He asked what the normal operation was for their establishment. 

Mr. Rickard explained that it is a beer garden and they normally have music from 7-11 except at Harvest time and they may play it until midnight. He stated that it is karaoke and acoustic type acts.  
Mr. Denison stated that because of their location they do not want to hinder their business on the weekends but they do have to be respectful of the surrounding neighbors and the individuals that spoke to the board didn’t want to hinder their business they were just concerned about the decibel of the music. 

Mrs. Garry moved to approve the waiver to continue to have music at their establishment on weekends until midnight unless they have more complaints and then it will be readdressed, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Peter Feimer stated that he is one of the complainants and the volume is very loud in their homes and their neighbor’s homes. He stated that they have no desire to shut down the music but their neighborhood is full of people that have to work early shifts and it isn’t fair that their sleep is interrupted and objected to the adoption of a midnight cut off time. 
Mr. Denison stated that they aren’t adopting this rule; it is already a city ordinance. He stated that their issue for today was to let Mr. Rickard know that there was an issue with the noise and now they need to give him an opportunity to address it but it sounds like he is cutting the music off well within the limit of the city ordinance.
