Mr. Gonder called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. and stated that the purpose was to discuss the annexation plan. 
Mr. Malysz addressed the council and went over the timeline for the annexation that was distributed to the members last week emphasizing key dates and deadlines.  He explained it is their goal to adopt the fiscal plan and the annex ordinance to get this 6 month process under way. 
Mr. Caesar asked about the population estimate and how many homes would be impacted and the amount of impact it would have on these homes. 

Mr. Malysz stated that there are 3-4 homes in the area and it will only affect one.

Mr. Zurschmiede introduced R-10-18, Mr. McLaughlin second, the motion failed with 4 aye votes from Mr. Caesar, Mr. McLaughlin, Mr. Zurschmiede, and Mr. Gonder and one nay vote from Mr. Coffey. 
Mr. Tom Devara addressed the board and explained that this is the first legally required step in the annexation but it isn’t the final step so they have time to get the public involved and time for the council to air any concerns and questions they may have. He stated that there will be the adoption of the fiscal plan and that is not an indication of an endorsement of the annexation but is required in order to notify the property owners that an annexation may take place and this will get the public hearing process started. 
Mr. Caesar asked if the public hearing would be in August. 

Mr. Devara stated that it would be no earlier than 60 days but that it has to occur within a certain time frame. He discussed the fiscal plan and how it is used in the annexation process. He explained that the plan lets the customers know what services will be provided that are comparable to other services provides, the cost of the services, revenues vs. the results of the annexation and types of property affected. Said plan is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He stated that this can’t take place until 2012 and the first revenue will be seen in 2013
Mr. McLaughlin asked if this would pertain to sewer rate revenues as well. 

Mr. Devara stated that the sewer users pay the same city fees starting January 2012. He stated that the fire services have to be provided immediately but everything else will not be required until December of 2012 and went on to discuss each section of the fiscal plan. 
Mr. Coffey asked about the assessment quoted on page 4 and stated that he is concerned about the breakdown and affects on the general fund. 
Mr. Devara stated that as an expert in this field and a former City Controller he knows that this will not have any effect on the general fund and explained how the levy and TIF works.  
Mr. Caesar asked who chooses where the revenue goes.  

Mr. Devara stated that the fiscal plan identifies where the revenue is generated but they can choose to allocate that between other funds. He stated that if they would like they could have a workshop before the next reading and he will be happy to be there for them to answer any questions.
