NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Chris Jackson with Dan Christiani re: Rainbow Drive Road Project 

Mr. Jackson stated that they are doing the project on Rainbow Drive and they need to close it from Charlestown Drive to Klerner Lane and the detour will be from Mt. Tabor to Klerner. He explained that they want to close it today through September 15th and it will be closed to one lane but local traffic will be able to get through.

Chief Bailey asked if they will be able to get safety vehicles through the area. 
Mr. Jackson stated that they would. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the road closure from June 30 through September 15, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Justin Glotzbach with Mac Construction re: Continued parking on Cherry St. lot 

Mr. Glotzbach addressed the board and asked if they could extend the use of the lot on Cherry Street past the September 1st date to possibly December.

Mrs. Garry moved to approve the request, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Krisjans Streips re: Approval for Tree Board Violation Notice

Mr. Streips addressed the board regarding the Tree Boards request to send out a violation notice to the owner of the Irish Exit for taking down trees. He explained that they asked the arborist to go out and estimate the cost of the trees and he came back with $1704 plus a $50 fine for each tree that was removed for a total of $1804. 
Mr. Denison informed the board that he had a lengthy discussion with Mr. McMahan regarding questions he had about outdoor sitting and other issues about his property and never once did he ask about the trees. He explained that the Tree Board needs to be given the authority to send out these fines from here on out so that they do not need to come to the board for approval each time but the board will be notified of each case.  

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the fine and gave Mr. Streips the authority to issue these fines from here on, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS

Mr. Denison reported that the FEMA request was approved for the flood damage.

Mr. Hall informed the board that they are offering a reward of $1,000 for information about an animal cruelty case that took place in the 1700 block of Elm Street. He explained that someone stole a cat and threw it into a room full of dogs and the cat was mauled to death.

Mr. Fifer informed them of the three parcels that they were still working on. He explained them that he has all the paperwork back from the Aldi’s property owner and stated that the owner of Shalimar that has the Thornton station and his attorney is present and they have made a counter offer of $27,100 and he recommended that the amount be approve and he will entered their offer into the record. He stated that the third property which is owned by the Fishers’ where the 5th third bank is located is also here and asked the appraiser to go back over their appraisal and base it on the lease agreement that they have with the bank. He explained that the bank leases the property per foot and originally the appraisal was for $7 per foot, but with the lease agreement information it was valued at $15 for $30,700 rather than the $18,100. He prepared a resolution to confirm or amend for the Fisher property that they can approve and will be recorded.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the resolution 11-08, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Fifer stated that they also need to make a motion to approve the counter offer on 21-B for Shalimar in the amount of $27,100.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the counter offer of Shalimar for $27,100, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor.
