NEW BUSINESS:


Item # 1 - William Byrd re: dumpster 1306 Chartres Street for the remainder of week. 
Mrs. Garry presented this requested and stated that they are going to try to put this in from 7/5-7/8 and they are going to put it in a neighbors back yard or in the street in front of their home.

Mr. Smith presented the request for Mr. Callahan and stated that he does have all the proper license and recommended approval.

OLD BUSINESS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Marinaro presented a claim that was turned down by the Storm water board for payment and stated that it is a storm water issue, but they don’t see that way.  He explained that there was a void around the storm water line which caused a hole in the road.
Mr. Thompson stated that (couldn’t hear response)
Mr. Denison stated that these claims don’t usually come through the board and that it is just a matter of getting the claim to Mrs. Garry and her making sure it is in the budget to pay for it. 
Chief Juliot made a request for a rate of pay for Trevor Johnson who is being reassigned to Tuck 1 as a Ladderman from an EMT-B.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Transue approached the board to complain about the lack of consistency of the street cleaning.

He stated that the they had to stagger weeks on the routes and that is why they weren’t seeing the sweeper every week.
