
A REMONSTRANCE HEARING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, JULY 8, 2010 AT 2:00 P.M.
PRESENT: Matt Denison, Kay Garry, Sherrie Holmes, John Rosenbarger, Shane Gibson, Tim Marinaro, and Mindy Milburn
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 1:08 p.m.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that this is a meeting remonstrance hearing for Phase 3 & 4 of the Daisy Lane project and they are here to take comments from the public and then take them under advisement to be able to set damages for the property. 

PHASE 3
Kathy Thompson addressed the board and explained that her main concern is the magnolia tree in her front lawn that she wants to try and save during this process. She stated that she was told that the sewer lateral line might be involved but they won’t know until they start the process but it stated in her counter offer that the tree might be cut down and she does not want that to happen. 

Mr. Denison stated that the board is involved in setting damages and they have never dealt with anything so detailed before and asked if this is something they would normally do. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they would pay to have it pulled out or a cash settlement. 

Ms. Thompson stated that they don’t know where they will be digging so they can’t say what will happen and she would like a definite answer. 

Mr. Denison stated that he doesn’t see how they can take responsibility for a tree for years to come after the work is done. 

Ms. Thompson stated that if she knew for certain where they would be digging she would know what her decision would be. 
Mr. Denison asked if the decision had to be either or. 

Mrs. Garry explained that once they make a decision the check is written. 

Jacor Broadcasting

No one was present. 

Steven Schmitt stated that he owns the property but his father lives there so he would like for him to speak to the board. 

Anthony Schmitt explained that he put a lot of work into the place so that he would have a nice home to retire in and he feels it is worth more than what they have valued it at. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have offered a little more than what is stated on the exhibit. 

Mr. Schmitt stated that it is insured for $99,000.00 with $40,000.00 for assets but he would settle for $75,000.00 and no relocation fees. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that would be an offer for the board to seriously consider. 

Mr. Schmitt stated that he could have his father out in a matter of weeks. 

PHASE 4 
Consumer’s Corner, Inc. 

John Kraft, representing Consumer’s Corner addressed the board and presented them with a reply to the remonstrance petition with concerns over issues with the appraisal amount, issues of visibility that would affect traffic flow, “cost to cure”, and failure to name all parties. Said memo is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He explained that there may be other issues as the discussions progress and at this point they are not sure what it would take to make them happy. 

Mr. Denison asked if they could have all the other issues in writing before the next meeting. 

Mr. Kraft said that he would certainly try. 

Mr. Schellenberg explained the areas that would be affected by Phase 3 & 4 and explained that it included the widening of lanes, turn signals, curbs, gutters, sidewalks and a retaining wall. 
Steve Aarons stated that he has concerns over the curb cuts because 90% of their traffic enters from that area. He stated that if this change leads to businesses leaving he has no place to relocate to. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that this project will decongest the area and is the best plan that can be done. He explained that the light poles that have been mentioned are in the contract but will be relocated. 

Mr. Kraft stated that he will make himself available between now and the next meeting if they have any questions or concerns. 

The board set a second Remonstrance Hearing for July 15th at 2:00 p.m.

There being no further business before the board, the meeting adjourned at 3:40 p.m.
