A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 12, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mrs. Garry called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Misty Thurman re: protest permit 
Ms. Thurman approached the board and explained that they would like to protest at the City County Building on the 19th for human rights and racial profiling at 8:15-10:15. She explained that she has sent information to a bunch of different organizations but she is not sure what the turnout would be. 
Mrs. Garry explained that they don’t own the apron or the steps of the building so they could only grant her permission to protest on the sidewalk. 
Mr. Gibson stated that the only requirement would be that they can’t impede the flow of traffic in and out of the building. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - Tyyu Redd with the Regulators re: road block 18th and Galt on July 16 thru Aug. every Saturday. 
Mr. Redd approached the board to request a street closure between 18th & Galt 9:00 – 9:00 for a flea market every Saturday from July 16th – August. 

Mrs. Garry asked Mr. Thompson if they could get them the barricades and store them at the club until the flea market is over at the end of August. 

Mr. Thompson stated that would be fine. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor
Item #3 - Ben Anderson, with PUROFIRST re:  POD at 1721 E. Elm Street
Mr. Anderson approached the board and explained that this is going to be on the street due to space constraints on the property. He stated that it is a 20 foot pod that they will be using for restoration and they would like to start July 18th for a week or two. 

Mrs. Garry suggested that they do it for two weeks and if he needs more to give them a call and explained that they had to have reflective tape on it. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
OLD BUSINESS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Gibson stated that they have a disciplinary issue at the Fire Department and Chief Juliot is requesting a meeting and would like to do this August 2nd at 11:00 PM
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Chris Crumpton Integrated Engineering presented a re-plat for Wright Woods and explained that with all the bank regulation changes so they changed the plat to a few simple lots and they need approval from the board.
Mr. Gibson stated that some of this area is in the city so they can check this again to see if this board is the necessary board to sign off on the re-plat. 

Mrs. Garry asked that they take it under advisement so that she can talk to Scott Wood and they would revisit it at the next meeting. 

Greg Roberts E. Spring Street Neighborhood Association thanked the city and especially Mr. Thompson for all their hard work. 
George Webber 1118 Market approached the board regarding a neighbor that he has had problems with for about 20 years on the corner of 12th and Main whose home is in shambles. He explained that he has since then purchased two more homes in the area and he goes from one to the other and leaves each one in a wreck. He presented photos to the board of each property and gave some background on the different violations he has committed. 
Mrs. Garry asked if he had talked with the Building Commissioners office. 

Mr. Webber stated that he was out at the house yesterday removing a car but there is still a lot of debris left behind and now there is an 18 wheeler on a side street. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the different issues and the ordinances on file that can deal with each one. 

Chief Bailey stated that he will get the 18 wheeler taken care of. 

Mrs. Garry thanked him for bringing these issues to the board and she will talk with Mr. Brewer after the meeting to see where they are and keep him updated. 

Sydney Ballard stated that he received a visit from Bob Lenz who told him that he cut a neighbors gas line and that he was going to need a permit for his fence. He explained that he asked how many permits was the city going to request of him and he was told it looks like he will need about 9 more for the work he is doing. He stated that he just wanted this to be on record because he feels like he is being harassed by the city and nothing is every being done about any of the things that he requests so he thinks it is time for him to move on and he will be putting his house up for sale. 
Mr. Gibson explained that if he is being visited it is because he is in violation of the cities codes and he is not being singled out. He stated that if he has questions regarding the number of permits or what permits he needs he should direct those to the Building Commissioners office but other than that they have many code violations throughout the city and they will continue to enforce them.  
Dennis Neely Country Representative for ABATE of Indiana addressed the board to request a permit to have a road block on July 23rd on Silver and Spring from 10-2 collecting for Hoosier Burn Camp. He presented a brochure to the board. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
