CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Israel Landin with La Rosita re: request to put tables in front of restaurant. 
Mr. Denison asked for a diagram of the outside seating as well as where the tables would be.
Mr. Landin stated that the tables will be in the cut-in of his building under the canopy because the sidewalk isn’t in good shape. 
Mr. Denison stated he doesn’t need approval if it is going to be on his property but if the sidewalk gets fixed and he wants to put tables in that area he will need to submit a diagram for approval. 

Item #2 - Fred Geswein re: Thanksgiving Race 502-554-7245
Mr. Geswein stated that this was his 22nd year and he has made no changes.

Mrs. Garry made a motion to approve the request, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Marcia Booker/Virginia Kane re: Permit to protest in front of City/County Bldg. on Jack Messer. 812-945-6349
Marcia Booker, requested permission to assemble and protest in front of the building tomorrow against Officer Jack Messer. She stated that they have tried to contact the Mayor’s office and got no response and they feel like the administration should have spoken out against this kind of behavior. 
Mr. Denison explained that they cannot grant permission for the apron area but they can grant a permit for the sidewalks and the street corners. 
Mrs. Booker stated that they will be there from 3:00 to 4:15 p.m. they will have signs and verbal protests. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the protest in front of the City County Building on the sidewalks on Wednesday from 3:00 to 4:15, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Denison stated that after the meeting he would like to run this whole thing by the City Attorney just to keep him apprised of the situation. 


OLD BUSINESS:
Mr. Denison stated the Margret Hansen came regarding a curb cut and brought up some drainage issues and asked that Mr. Hamm look into the situation. 
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mrs. Wilkinson had a request to shut the alley between Spring and Elm behind the museum on August 3rd for “Day at the Museum” from 8:00-5:00. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mr. Denison second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Marinaro requested a road closure on East Elm for repairs. He stated that they will need to close a lane on Captain Frank behind Walgreens, and in front of Target on State Street.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the repaving of the streets and the reasoning for the repairs.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the street closures at Elm and East 5th, Captain Frank behind Walgreens, and State Street in front of Target, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson stated that they closed a drive from a private property to Oak Street where Mr. Andres had been driving through and dumping on city property. 
Mr. Denison stated that this was done due to the ongoing problem with Denny Andres pulling his trucks through that area and dumping on City Property. He stated that they would like to get approval from the board for the record because this is going to proceed with Mr. Gibson with other legal matters. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Mark Bartley requested permission for a dumpster on E. 9th Street for 2 weeks starting immediately for no more than two weeks. 
Mr. Denison stated that all they require that they is put reflective tape on the dumpster for safety reasons. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Steve Resch explained that he owns the Stables property and he needs take down the building right behind the main building and he needs to close off the back part of the Caboose lot for two days. 
Mr. _____ suggested that they relocate the three parking spaces in the city lot over to the Wick’s parking lot for those two days. 

Mr. Bartley stated that it would affect the cars parked on the other side of the driving lane as well so all the cars would need to relocate for at least one day. 

Mr. Denison stated that they need to bag the signs and they could get some kind of temporary signs for the permit parking. 

Mr. Denison stated that this would create a lot of problems because Wick’s doesn’t have enough parking as it is. 

Ms. Wisman stated that they could give employees with permits permission to park on the street for two days as long as they had their permits in the window. 

Mr. Denison stated that they will work it out it will just be a process. He stated that he needs to make sure Ms. Wisman knows when the dates are finalized so that she can contact the individuals that have permits for that lot. He stated that he thinks that they should go with the street parking idea and he will ask Ms. Homes to see about parking in the garage. 
The item was tabled until more information is available.
