THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, HELD A REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON MONDAY, AUGUST 2, 2010 AT 7:30 P.M.

The meeting of the New Albany City Council was called to order by President John Gonder at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Caesar moved to approve the July 15th meeting minutes, Mr. Coffey second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Malysz stated that the Mayor is not present but he will be available during the meeting if they have any questions for him.

Mrs. Garry presented a state statute regarding making donations to non-governmental entities and their attorney might want to study this before they make a decision on a couple of the ordinances before them tonight.

Mrs. Benedetti addressed the council about an article the Mayor had in the paper regarding the $1.8 he has asked to be appropriated for public safety. She stated that she would like to make a motion or do whatever needs to be done to bring this ordinance off the table. 
Mr. Caesar stated that he plans to make a motion for that to be brought back at the close of the meeting tonight.

Kim Dockens, President of the Arts Council, stated that they have a resolution before them for Riverboat funds and the Arts Council and she wanted to express to them that this would be a great thing for the community to bring visitors to the city for the bi-centennial. 
Randy Smith addressed the council regarding the ordinance for the $70,000 for the One Southern Indiana. He stated that he would like for them to keep the discretionary fund open ended so that any non-profit individual could come and apply for these funds. He explained that he is bothered with how the ordinance was presented because he was under the impression that the history of the legislation called for a very specific proposal and specific measuring process. He stated that he has seen very little that One Southern Indiana has done for the taxpayers of New Albany and it is the taxpayers that will be providing the $70,000.00. He explained that these are the people that are lobbying for tolls and now they are asking for help to pay their bills. 
Barbara Zoller, Vice-President bicentennial committee, addressed the council regarding the bicentennial celebration in 2013 and expressed support for the ordinance on the agenda tonight dealing with Riverboat funds and the Arts Council. She discussed a few of the goals of the committee and stated that they would like to get the entire community involved. 
Paul Haub, FOP President, addressed the council regarding a newspaper article from a meeting the council had last week where items were mentioned regarding the union contracts. He stated that he knows they are frustrated and he doesn’t envy their job but instead of attacking the union in the newspaper he would ask that they get involved in the negotiations. He stated that administration would be happy to have someone else involved and the budgets by statute are the responsibility of the council. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the contract negotiations with the public safety unions

Anthony Nada, Cultural Artist, spoke of the benefit that the cultural center would bring to the city. He stated that this aided the Nashville community and it could do the same here.
