Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Fred Geswein re: route approval for Fast Freddy’s race
Mr. Geswein requested approval for the annual Fast Freddy’s Race on Thanksgiving from 9:00-11:00 a.m.
Corporal Lawrence asked if the route would be the same

Mr. Geswein stated that it would. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - Lane Stumler re: curb cut on Spring and 13th  Central Christian Church parking lot 
Mr. Stumler presented a diagram to the board of the parking lot and where they are requesting the 2 curb cut at located on Spring and 13th. He explained that they are replacing an existing curb cut that is not handicap accessible and the width is 14 feet.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Matt Roberts with Elite Enterprises re: curb cut at 1630 Grant Line Rd. 
Mr. Roberts approached the board and requested a curb cut at 1630 Grant Line to install an entrance to a recycling center. He stated that there is an existing entrance but was told that he needs a curb cut as well. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the location of the curb cut. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Dennis Smith re: Jewell Lawson handicap sign 214 E. 14th St
Mr. Denison stated that Mr. Smith asked her to let the board know that he went out to the location and they have the proper plates, he would recommend approval. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #5 - Nick Garing re: Concert in Farmers Market on 8/27/2011 
Jeremy Faust addressed the board and requested permission to put on a concert in conjunction with “One Night Stand” which is a walk through downtown New Albany establishments. He stated that they would also like to do a beer garden at this location as well starting at 7:00-midnight.  
Mr. Denison stated that they don’t currently have a process for approving something like this at the Farmer’s Market so he would like to table this item and get together with him and discuss all the details of the requirements. 

Mr. Brewer stated that one thing they are going to be required to do with installing a stage is to file with the state of Indiana. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to table, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Item #6 - Amanda Hamilton re: right of way sinage 
Ms. Hamilton addressed the board and explained that they have a sign on Scheller and Charlestown Road but it is a little far back on the road and makes it hard to find. She stated when the sign was installed a parish member lived in the home it was in front of but that is no longer the case and the current residence wants it removed. She stated that they would like to install new signs that are a little more obvious with directional details. 

Mr. Denison stated that he would suggested that they treat this the same as other directional signs for churches that they have out on Charlestown Road and if the board approves he will get together with her to discuss the details. He stated that they do have a lot of requests for these types of signs and they might look in the future to change this policy in how and where they are posted. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the type of sings they would like to install. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve two locations near Scheller Lane, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mark. Maraman American Beverage Marketing explained that now that they have the curb cut they have a lot of traffic in the area and they are proposing a three way stop at this location to control the issues.  

Mr. Denison stated that he went out to the location and it makes a lot of sense to him. He explained that he asked Tom Schellenberg with Jacobi Toombs and Lanz to go out to the location and take a look but he hasn’t heard back from him yet. 

Mrs. Garry moved to approve contingent upon approval from Mr. Schellenberg, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Denison stated that as soon as he heard back from Mr. Schellenberg he would let him know. 

OLD BUSINESS:



COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Hamm explained that the closure that they approved last week would be pushed back until next week. 
Mrs. Garry stated that she had a conversation with a police officer today regarding issues with the school flashing lights and she understands that Mr. Thompson is already dealing with this.
Mr. Thompson stated that they are looking into new timing mechanism on these lights. 
Mr. Denison stated that he had an email from a lady on Main Street who complained about some soliciting from Vector and he asked that the police department get involved in looking into this issue and stopping anyone going door-to-door. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Wilbert Hunter New Dimension Church approached the board to request permission to pass out bottled water to circulate word about their church to reach out to the community and let them know they are there to help. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the location as State and Elm & Silver and Spring for Saturday August 6th, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Paul Collings approached the board to request a crane in front of 1102 East Oak this Thursday for about 4-5 hours for demolition. He explained that the trees are so big that they may need to reposition it twice but they will do whatever necessary to keep everyone safe. 

Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Jacob Bir requested approval for patio seating in the front of Hugh E Birs
Mr. Denison stated that they will need a sketch of the building showing measurements of the sidewalk and show how far out the tables will come out into the sidewalk. He stated that once he gets approval from the board for this he can attach it to their plan request to the ABC.
