NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Culpepper Cooper re: 2010 Insurance Proposal 
Mr. Cooper presented the Health care 2010 Renewal. He explained that Humana gave them a much higher price so he went out for bids, which saved them money because the bids did bring the price down. However, the plan that they had before is no longer being marketed and he reviewed the differences with the board. He asked that they allow them to renew 
Mrs. Garry stated that the unions have not had a chance to take this to their members and she would like to take this under advisement until next Tuesday, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Leo Messmer re: Water main relocation of Phase 3 & 4 East Daisy Lane: 502- 552- 4689

Mr. Messmer, Dan Christianni, addressed the board regarding the need to close Daisy Lane to relocate a water main for Phases 3 &4 of the Daisy Lane Project. He stated that it will have to be closed for 3 to 4 months. He explained that the reason they need to close the street completely is because the three lanes at daisy are too dangerous for flaggers and stated that they are looking into bringing in a portable traffic light.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding their work plan for the project.

Jorge Lanz, engineer, explained that he just spoke with Tom Schellenberger regarding the road closure and he would like to go over this tomorrow at the preconstruction meeting so that they can sync this up will all the other utilities.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to allow the staff to make the decision on whether or not the street will need to be closed after the pre-construction meeting, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor
Item #3 - David Johnson re: Dumpster on 16th Street: 812-987-2052
Item #4 - Dennis Smith re: handicap request for Edward Faith Jr. 2222 Willard Avenue.
Mr. Smith stated explained that he went out and looked at the location and they have the property tags and would recommend approval. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Item #5 - Wendy Stepro re: request to block the sidewalk at 702 Vincennes and Culbertson 948-6034
Mrs. Stepro, presented the board will pictures of the sidewalk on the Culbertson side of her property that she would like to have blocked off.  She informed them that last Saturday a lady did fall and was injured and there is a police report done.

Mr. Denison explained that he and Mickey Thompson would look into this and they will get back with her. 
Item #6 - Jennifer Endris re: request to block street on Glenwood Court and Beharrell to tear down a tree. 


Mr. Endris explained that she has a tree that she is going to have taken down and there are a lot of limbs that hang over Beharrell and the tree service asked that they be allowed to close one lane of traffic in order to get this done. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the closure of one lane with the tree service providing traffic control on Thursday, August 12, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
D.A. Andrews presented a resolution to acquire property for Public Right of Way under Ind. Code 32-24-2 for the board’s approval. He explained that they will have a public hearing on September 14 as a requirement of the law.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve BOW-10-06 and set a public hearing for September 14, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Ms. Holmes stated that they have reviewed the bids that were received and Mr. Rosenbarger would like to ask the board to tentatively award the bid to Gohmann contingent upon a contract. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to rescind the previous motion to table the bids until their next meeting, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the low bid from Gohmann Asphalt, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Joe Hamm reported that he has an employee that the Mayor has asked that he be given an unpaid leave of absence for an undermined amount of time. 
Mr. Brewer reported that Mr. Steve Resch will be taking down the back buildings at the stables and will need the back half of the lot to park in the garage and he thinks he will have it done in one day. 
Mrs. Garry asked Mr. Hamm if he will need to hire any temporary people to replace his employee
Mr. Hamm stated that he would not.
