Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
John Rosenbarger explained that they are finishing up the curbs and sidewalks on State Street and they are getting ready for the paving portion of the project with MAC. He stated that they would like to begin the week of August 29th with patching and repairs with flagmen on hand and when paving begins MAC has a plan to shift lanes over and ban parking. He explained that the entire project will take about one month and it will mostly be an inconvenience to anyone that parks in this area so they will distribute parking notices door to door about a week before the project. He suggested that they talk to traffic to see if there is anything they can do about waiving street sweeping during this time so that the side streets can handle the overflow parking. 

Chief Bailey stated that he would talk to traffic about that and asked that Mr. Rosenbarger contact him before the project starts to follow up. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the details of the project and possible conflicts with the Daisy Lane detours. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they did talk about this but they are going to maintain two lanes of traffic so it shouldn’t affect anything other than parking. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the arrangements for traffic flow on State Street starting August 29th, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Chief Bailey gave an update to the board on the storms that went through New Albany over the weekend and the damages resulted. He stated that they were able to get the streets and alley’s open pretty quickly but there were about 2 dozen buildings and vehicles damaged in the storm. He thanked Mickey Thompson for a job well done. He explained that the City will have a dump site for city residents only at the old farmers market to bring in debris and they can also call the Street Department to get put on a pick up list.
