
A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, AUGUST 23, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Kathy Mullen re: banner request for Capabilities Walk and Talent Show on September 17th 
Kathy Mullen requested a banner at for the Capabilities Walk and Talent Show for the Down Syndrome Organization on September 17th.  She explained that they would like the banner to go up on East 8th & Spring on September 2nd for two weeks. 
Mr. Denison asked her to get with Mr. Thompson to drop off the banner. 

Mrs. Garry made a motion to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Item, #2 - Chief Juliot re: Rules and Regulations Manual for the New Albany Fire Department.
Chief Juliot presented the new Rules and Regulations Manual for the New Albany Fire Department for the board’s approval. He explained that they have been reviewed by the membership and the staff and posted for 10 days.

Mr. Denison explained that it is for a sewer line installation and he is aware of the requirements for the board. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - John Moneypenny RE: Insight Communications – Solicitor’s Permit
Mr. Denison stated that they were supposed to have a meeting with them but Mr. Moneypenny asked that it be put off due to some changes in the permitting process. 

Mrs. Garry moved to deny the request, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.  
Item #3 - Board Decision on the Nicholas Stavers Disciplinary Hearing
Mr. Denison explained that the Board of Works has been going through the process of a disciplinary hearing over the last few weeks and they are presented their findings at todays meeting. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to affirm the decision of Fire Chief Matt Juliot and find that Firefighter Nicholas Shavers should be discharged from the New Albany Fire Department based on the Findings of Fact, said findings is on file with the City Clerk’s Office, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
       

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Chief Juliot stated that the NAFD and the Jeffersonville Fire Department are getting together to host the Memorial Stairclimb and Remembrance event in honor of the 10th Anniversary of 9-11 and they have a few street closures that they need approval from the board for. He explained that it is going to be a pretty big event with media coverage and invited everyone to participate

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Hamm stated that they are working on the 500 Block of Virginia and they will have it down to one lane for about a week. 

Mr. Brewer stated that they got the approval for 1114 E Oak Street to be demolished and they will be running trucks in and out of that alley all day. He stated that it is a big deal for the city to get this project done as they have been working towards it for 2 years. He explained that to date they have had 38 demolitions and the city has only had to pay for 7. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the site they had opened for storm debris at the Old Farmers Market is now closed and they will be making the runs from call ins to the office. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Steve Smith, Overview Builders requested a street cut for revitalization work for New Directions at 607 East Elm. He explained that it is for sewer work for two new homes. 

Mr. Denison stated that they have worked with him in the past and he knows the specs. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Leo Messmer, Dan Christiani, explained that IN-AWC has asked him to locate the force main on Old Ford Road at various locations so that they can work the new design up. He stated that it is about 1800 feet long and they want to see the main every 200 feet. 

Mr. Denison stated that they just paved this area and before they will approve anything or move forward they want IN-AWC to come down here and meet with the board and the administration. He stated that the biggest complaint that they have from residence is that as soon as a road is paved it gets tore up by construction/ 

Crystal Miller stated that they are trying to do some cleanup work at 145-151 East Main and they would like to get a lift to help with that clean up for approximately 2 weeks with the sidewalk being closed as well. 
Mr. Denison asked if this was something that they could have opened back up on the weekends. 

Ms. Miller stated that as long as the lift could stay on the street there would be no problem with them opening the sidewalk back up. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Lanz stated that they did not know just yet but they will be working with the administration and the council to get that list.
