A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, AUGUST 31, 2010 AT 10:00 A.M.
Present: Matt Denison, Kay Garry, Suellen Wilkinson, Mickey Thompson, David Brewer, Tim Marinaro, David Hall, Brad Kessans, and Mindy Milburn
CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS: 

Item #1 – Carl Cart, Zombie Meister Productions, LLC: request for street closure

Mr. Cart thanked the board for taking their request under consideration and went over the proposal that is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He explained that he will be entering this into several film festivals this year. 

Mr. Denison asked that he put together a flyer for the businesses that are in the area so that they know what is going on and give a copy of that to the board. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #2 – Christie Newman re: roadblock on Silver & Spring for Leukemia Lymphoma Society

Ms. Newman addressed the board and stated that they would like to have a road block to raise money for their walk. She stated that they hadn’t picked out any dates but they were open to any Saturday in September. 
Mr. Denison asked her to get with the Clerk’s Office after the meeting to schedule some dates and explained that they can’t have any children in the streets and they could get the safety vests and cones from the Street Department on Friday.  
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Item #3 – Pepper Cooper re: Health Insurance updates. 
Mr. Cooper addressed the board and reviewed the plans that they went over at the last meeting
Mr. Gibson stated that what he will be giving them is what was presented to the council last week. He explained that the plan is beneficial for families and went over the differences it would make for a family and their out of pocket expenses. He stated that anyone that spends less than $2200 a year or over $3000 a year will benefit from this plan and going to HSA has the  potential of significant saving and if they had 75% participation the savings could be $430,000-$450,000 a year in 2011. He explained that they will be offering an incentive that the city pays up front towards the deductable in the amount of $500 for a single participant and $1000 for families. He stated that this will be a onetime offer to get on the plan. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they could start in September when the incentive would go into place. 

Mr. Gibson stated that the easiest way for them to do this is to start in January 1.

Mrs. Garry explained that there are some that have already met their deduction and they would start in September. 

Mr. Gibson asked if they understand the incentive aspects of the plan. 

Mr. Brewer stated that his wife has something similar to this and she loves it. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she thinks this is a very good program. 

Mr. Gibson stated that it is imperative that they get the city on this plan because they can’t afford the old plan any longer. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the incentive plan for 2011, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Cooper recommended that they negotiate with Community Bank for this and come back to the board with some numbers. 
OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 – Blake Lockman, Dandy Lion re: Closing Bank Street on October 30th
Mr. Denison stated that they had a discussion after the meeting last week and they want to limit the time. He explained that they will have to have an insurance policy and name the city on that policy. He stated that he would like for them to have off duty police officers for security purposes. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve with the stipulations discussed, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Marinaro stated that he was instructed by Mr. Fifer to bring the issue of the collapsed road at Market and Vincennes. He explained that they believe it is a result from some work being done by IN-AWC or the Sewer Department and he explained that because the work was done by IN-AWC and it wasn’t a sewer issue he was told to bring it to the board. 

Mr. Denison stated that they need to go back and look at the work that was done before this is pushed off on to the board. He stated that he knows it has to be fixed but he is not sure why it was sent to the Board of Works and he will talk to Mr. Fifer after the meeting. 

Mr. Marinaro stated that from what he understood the Sewer Board wanted the Board of Works to approve the work and the funds would come from the Sewer Board. He stated that simply filling in the area will be a short term fix and will not do any good and he would like to open it up and find out what happened. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Glotzbach stated that he is the project manager for Mac construction for the I-64 project and they are asking permission to close Cherry Street on Saturday, September 11th for 24 hours starting at 7 a.m. He stated that they will still have access for the few homes that will be affected by the closure but they will have to use the detour because they won’t be able to access the full street. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Glotzbach stated that there is a field just under the bridge to the right and he thinks the city owns the property. He stated that they have about 2000 feet of barrier wall that they have to remove and wanted to know if they could use that field to store the barriers and they would restore the field to its previous condition. 
Mr. Denison stated that he wouldn’t feel comfortable voting on this today and would like to look into it. 
Mr. Gary Williams addressed the board and stated that they are asking for permission for a parade route on September 12th from New Albany High School, up Vincennes, to Maryland and ending at the church. He stated that if that is not accessible they have an alternate route 

Mr. Denison that it takes a lot of resources to close these streets, do clean up. He stated that the sidewalk might be the best compromise for both parties.

Mr. Williams stated that the parade would only take about 20 minutes and it would be approximately 200 men. 

Mr. Denison stated that they could get an on duty police officer to help them cross Beachwood, or any other main intersection that they cross but they would need to get with him shortly before the walk so that they could schedule and approximate time. 
Mr. Williams stated that they would be leaving from the old Steinart’s parking lot , up Charlestown Road, down to Beachwood and into the church. He stated that they would start at 2:30 p.m.

Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
