Item #1 - Rick Basacky re: renewing vendors permit for Penguin Ice Cream 502-961-0340
Mr. Basacky presented the board with his insurance, health permit and license 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the renewal, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - D.A Andrews re: Goodman Easement acquisition
Mr. Andrews informed the board that he has continued to work with Mr. Goodman on obtaining the easement behind the tannery for the greenway and he has reached an agreement for $5,000. Mr. Goodman presented them with an appraisal that has been approved and found acceptable by Mr. Malysz and Mr. Gibson. He stated that he needs for them make a motion approving the just compensation for that amount. Mr. Goodman’s appraisal showed that if these wetlands were sold for conservation purposes it would sell for a much higher price than the $5,000.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved for the $5,000 for the just compensation of the easements from Mr. Goodman, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Stepro stated that she never heard back from Mr. Denison regarding what they plan to do in that area.
Mrs. Garry reviewed the minutes and stated that he did take photos to see if it is eligible for redevelopment money. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he did go out and look at it and doesn’t think it needs to be closed as there are other areas in the city that are worse off. He stated that he isn’t saying something doesn’t need to be done but he doesn’t think it needs to be closed. 
Mrs. Garry apologized and stated that she will ask Mr. Denison about it and have him call her. 
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Ms. Wisman stated that she and Mr. Thompson are having issues in the Caboose Lot with the signs getting knocked over and they are going to try to come up with a way to prevent this. 
Mr. Malysz stated that on Sunday morning at 800 Catherine Place there was a horrible fire and fireman Greg Wenning and Casey Hornung entered the building to rescue a two year old child.
