CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:


Wynn Wright, Indiana-American Water Co.: Update on Daisy Lane water main project

Mr. Wright approached the board to up-date them on the Daisy Lane Project. He informed them that everything is on schedule and that there is a meeting tomorrow with Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz regarding road closings they are going to need for the installation of the water main in two locations. 

Leo Mesmer presented drawings for the Daisy Lane Crossing of the water main, and the Schell Lane Crossing and informed them of the road closing options that will be discussed at tomorrows meeting. 

Mr. Denison stated that he hates to close these streets but from what he is saying he sees no other way of going about it, and hopes that they can come up with another alternative.

Mr. Messmer (tape is cutting out during this part) 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they scheduled a meeting about an hour ago and if what Mr. Messmer is saying is correct they can find another option. He proposed they approve contingent upon the decisions made in tomorrow’s meeting.
Mrs. Garry made a motion for the closing of Daisy Lane pursuant to the plan decided on in tomorrow meeting, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Don Harshey: Request for roadblock permit for September 25th 10:00 – 4:00 (State & Elm – Silver & Spring)
Ms. Wisman presented the request for the Southern Indiana Veterans to hold two fund-raising road blocks on September 25th from 10:00-4:00 at Silver and Spring and State and Elm. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Pearline Isom: Request to limit Hauss Square parking on Sept. 17 for the city’s Employee Appreciation Day.
Mr. Denison stated that Mrs. Isom is organizing an employee appreciation day and needs permission to limit the parking in front of the City/County building to allow drop offs and to keep it open for the crowd in the front of the building. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Matt Denison: Dead-end sign request at Sunset Drive/Brittany Lane.
Mr. Denison stated that he had a call from Officer Isom about Sunset Drive and Brittany lane regarding a dead-end sign because they have a lot of traffic on that road and it is fairly narrow and they have to turn around to go back out and ruining resident’s yard. He stated that he has been down to the areas and recommends approval. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Tim Teives: Request on behalf of Muir Manor residents for “slow” or “warning” signage in alley between E. Market and E. Spring Streets.
Mr. Teives informed the board that there is a lot of traffic that speeds down the alley and the residents are concerned about backing out from the parking lot and any pedestrians in the area. He stated that they requested speed bumps but he told them they couldn’t do that but they could install some warning signs. 
Mr. Denison stated that he doesn’t know how much impact the signs will have but it is a fair request and he would recommend approval. He stated that he will go out and check the area as well. 

Mrs. Garry moved to approve the installation of the appropriate signage in the alley, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Steve Triplett, TSI Paving: Request for approval of traffic control plan for Vincennes and E. Market Streets.

Mr. Triplett presented the board with information to correct the large depression on Vincennes Street. He stated that they will not close Vincennes but they will narrow the lane and they will have signage. He stated that they will need to close Market Street to Galt Street.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Matt Denison: Request to set official city-recognized Halloween “trick-or-treat” time.
Mr. Denison stated that he could not find anything out from Jeffersonville, but he did talk to officials in Louisville and 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the scheduling of trick-or-treat for October 31st from 6 to 8, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Matt McMahan, McMahan Enterprises: Request to remove “loading zone” sign and yellow curb in front of Parthenon on E. Main Street.
Mr. Denison stated that Mr. McMahan who owns the building that once housed Studios would like to have the yellow curb and sign removed from the front of the building. 
Mrs. Garry moved to removed the loading zone and the yellowed curb in front of the Parthenon, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

D.A. Andrews, attorney: A Resolution to Acquire Property for Public Right of Way under IN Code 32-24-2 and damage award.

Mr. Andrews, (recorder cuts conversation up)
Mr. Denison asked if there was anyone present to speak on the remonstrance. He asked that the record show that no one was there to speak. 
Mrs. Garry made a motion to confirm BOW-10-06, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Andrews stated that they need to approve the List of Affected Owners.
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Andrews stated that he needs them to approve the damages and set a hearing for October 28th at 10:00 a.m.

Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Gary Henderson with Welcome Home Carriage Co. (812) 946-3568

Mr. Denison stated that he would like to table this because they had some issues with the carriages last year and he would like to wait until he is at the meeting to approve it. 
Saundra Parrish: Handicapped sign request at 1814 E. Elm St.

Mr. Smith stated that she meets the requirements or has no off street parking and would recommend approval. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Andrew Paine with Golars re: underground site on Spring St. (317) 660-6661.
Mr. Paine, Golars Environmental, informed the board that his company is in charge of the cleanup of the Speedway on Spring Street. He stated that have detected some leaking from the underground tanks and they need to install monitoring wells in the sidewalks to see how far the contamination has spread. He informed them that the wells will be located in the neighborhood of Elm Street and across the street on the North side of Spring.

Mr. Rosenbarger suggested that they take this under advisement (couldn’t hear his response)
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve pending staff review, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the claims, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Ham reported that on Briarview there is a bridge that they need to put (didn’t have mic on couldn’t hear). He stated that there are some structural issues that need to be repaired. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding whether or not the city was responsible. 
Mr. Smith stated that they are looking into putting crossing guards on Locust at Martin Avenue. He explained that it needs to have a crosswalk painted on the street at this location. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to have a crosswalk painted at Locust and Silver, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Ms. Wisman stated that she previously discussed issues they were having with people hitting the parking signs in the Caboose Lot and she spoke with Mr. Thompson about a solution and they are researching the possibility of putting in a guard rail. 

Mr. Denison stated that the guard rail is a good idea but they are very expensive. 

Ms. Wisman stated that Mr. Thompson is looking into the cost because they do not have to meet the standards of regular guardrails on the roadways. 

Mrs. Wilkinson suggested using heavy wire as opposed to the guard rail. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Justin Glotzbach, MAC Construction addressed the board and requested temporary approval to store the debris from the overpass that they are replacing for about 2 weeks.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Glotzbach stated that they are proposing cleaning up the lot they have been using as their staging area and (recording is cutting in and out)
Mr. Denison asked that this be put on the next agenda to discuss moving the lay down yard to W. Cherry.
Mr. Messmer presented the board with a proposed street closure at W. Lewis with the access for the office on the corner of Lewis and State. 
Mr. Denison asked when they would like to start this.
Mr. Messmer stated that they would like to start tomorrow and hopefully be finished by early next week.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
