Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:01 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item#1 - David Goodin re: Vendor’s Permit to sell novelty items, location to be determined 

Mr. Goodin addressed the board to request a vendor’s permit to sell items during the Harvest Homecoming.
Mr. Denison informed him that the City has a standing agreement with the Harvest Homecoming that they do not give vendors permits during the festival, but he can get a permit to sell during the parade on October 1.
Mr. Goodin stated that he would like to sell light up toys during the parade.
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Vickie Brim with Vickie’s Good Times re: Closure of Market in front of 114 E. Market 

Mr. Alan Simmons stated that they are having their Breast Cancer Awareness benefit on October 1 and they would like to close the one side of Market Street from 12:00 to 8:00. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Bid Award for the Grant Line Road North Improvement Project

Mr. Malysz stated that JL Consultants reviewed the bids and recommended that they approve the low bid from MAC Construction. He stated that the specs required the construction company to have a trailer, but MAC Construction has an office within yards and they may not need to have one and that would bring the amount down by about $16,000.
Mrs. Garry asked questions regarding the plans for Grant Line Road. She stated that she does not understand how they can go from 4 lanes to 2 lanes and still calm traffic.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the fact that the board has not seen the plans for this project.

Mr. Malysz reviewed the plans with the board. He informed the board that the engineers did a traffic study prior to the plans and found that the primary cause of congestion were turning movements and not having enough lanes at intersections. He explained that they are also installing curbs and gutters and sidewalks from Mt. Tabor to McDonald Lane.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to award the bid to MAC Construction for the Grant Line project, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor except Mrs. Garry who abstained.
Item #2 - Award RFP for Grant Line North Improvement Project for Construction Inspection
Mr. Malysz recommended that they go with Brinkworth for this project.  

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor except Mrs. Garry who abstained.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Malysz informed the board that they received several calls regarding the pop out in front of the Professional Arts Building. He stated that these were installed to help pedestrians cross in that area. Unfortunately, when TSI finished the project they did not reinstall the warning apparatus and the curb blended in with the paving and several people have hit the curb. However, once the painting is complete it should alleviate this problem. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the bump outs around the city.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Jason Glotzbach informed the board that they would like to close State Street from Children’s Academy to Green Valley Road for four days so that they can have the job finished prior to the October 1 start of the Harvest Homecoming festivities. He stated that they will work round the clock from Sunday through Thursday
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the detours 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the closure of State Street Starting Sunday, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.

Daniel Harris, 1741 McDonald Lane stated that the patching between McDonald Lane and Audubon on Roanoke is not even with the existing pavement. He asked if the board could look into having the contractor to go out and smooth the pavement.
