NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Ben Adams with St. Marks re: closing the alley by St. Marks between Market and Spring for Harvest Homecoming Parking. 
Dawn Robinson asked for permission to put a barricade up in the alley between the two churches like they have in the past. 


Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #2 - Ben Bernstein, B&B Riverboats: Request to use boat ramp for Nov. 12 cruise.
Mr. Denison stated that B&B is the company that typically does the cruise during Thunder Over Louisville but the date was canceled this year due to flooding and was rescheduled for November 12th

Item #3 - Jeff Calloway, YMCA of Floyd County: Request to close State Street from Main Street to floodwall Oct. 6-7.
Mr. Calloway explained that they will have several semi-trucks parked there for deliveries and they would like to close off this section to allow them to park there. He explained that they chose these dates because they are closed and it was the easiest dates to do the work on. 
Mr. Denison stated that his only concern is the people trying to get down to their parking and rerouting people to get out at West 1st Street. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the alternate routes to access their parking lot and concerns regarding pulling out onto West 1st Street.

Item #4 - Dave Verplank re: curb cut at 3114 Grant Line Road and issues with right-of-way 
Mr. Verplank addressed the board regarding a project at 3114 Grant Line Road. He presented a handout to the board regarding some issues and questions that the board previously had. He explained that they are requesting a curb cut for an exit and entry way onto Grant Line Road but they aren’t sure how the expansion of Grant Line Road will affect this approval.
