Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Shauna Sipes: Request to close portion of Water Street for Monster Mash night race.
Mrs. Sipes addressed the board and informed them of the details of the Monster Mash October 29h that will start at the Amphitheater to Duke Energy and back to the Amphitheater. She stated that it will start at 7:30 p.m. and the benefits go to charity.  

Mr. Denison stated that it looks like there are three places where they would need to supply barricades and they will need to have a volunteer to man it. 


Mrs. Garry moved to approve the 3rd annual Monster Mash 5K, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Michelle Schindler with Hoosier Storm re: roadblock for October 9th 9-2 at Spring & Silver 
Mrs. Schindler made a request for a roadblock on October 9th from 9 – 2 for the 12 and under Fast Pitch.  

Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Ward Pyle: Oakwood 2010 Fall Festival

Mr. Pyle informed the board that on October 23rd they will be having a fall festival in the Oakwood Neighborhood. He presented a parade route and an agenda for the event.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the parade and its route.

Item #5 - Leo Messmer, Dan Christiani re: 14th & Dewey Project. 

Mr. Messmer presented the board with plans for sewer work at 14th and Dewey and explained that he will need to block off Dewey at Main Street although it he didn’t have a definite time just yet.

Item #9 - Matt Denison re: Harvest Homecoming

Mr. Denison presented the board with a list of items that the City will be handling for Harvest Homecoming. He stated that the items the board needs to deal with are the street closures on the last two pages, the horse drawn carriage (with rubber shoes stipulation) and allow the YMCA to collect fund for the Strong Kids Foundation. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the street closures, horse drawn Carriage with rubber shoes, and YMCA collection, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #10 - Scott Wood re: Loop Island Remonstrance Hearing

Mr. Denison asked if there was anyone from the public to speak on the remonstrance hearing for the Loop Island property.
