Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Adam Cook re: roadblock on October 23rd at Spring and Silver for NA Youth Football 
Mr. Cook addressed the board and informed them that item #5 on the agenda is the same as his request, and they would like to have Saturday, October 22nd.

Item #3 - Mike Turner re: Chase Bank Project

Mike Martin requested a permit to block parking on the 400 block of W. 1st and Spring while they are cleaning the Chase Bank Building. 
Mr. Denison stated that he has talked to Mr. Turner who is the supervisor for the crew and he explained that they need about 5 spaces on W. 1st on the corner beginning today and running through the end of the project with the exception of Harvest Homecoming dates.
